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Centre Photo near tree: -
William James Partington (1872 – 1941) He died in his sleep aged 68.
Grandfather to the Partington children (Grandfather to 9).  In 1898 he married Mary Jane Price, born 1874.
They had one daughter Eva Mary born 1899 – Dec 1970.  Mary Jane died in childbirth in 1900 aged 26.  Her mother Sarah Jane Price came to Willis Vale to help out, she stayed there until she passed away in 1927.  Mother and daughter are buried together in the Jessop St Cemetery. Sarah Jane helped bring up the next 4 children on the farm and orchard.  In 1905 Will married Annie May Medhurst, (1885 – 1965).  Will was 11 years older than Annie May.   Will and Annie had 4 children – Grace b1906, Alan b1908, Jess b1911 and Jack b1920

Top Right corner: -
James & Emma Iredale (sitting on chair)
James owned The Farmers Arms Hotel where the present Greensborough Hotel is.
Eldale Avenue is named after they Ely and Iredale families (cousins).  James had left a wife and 5 children back in England, he married (bigamously) within 2 years.  When that wife died he remarried within 8 months.

Louis and Helen Amiet (with beads on).
Louis was head master at Greensborough Primary School from 1895 – 1917.  Streets off Henry St area are named after him.

January:
Mary Jane Partington (nee Price)
Born in 1874, married go William Partington in 1898.  They had one daughter Eva Mary born in 1899.  Mary Jane died in childbirth in 1900 aged 26.

February:
Adam & Harriet (Duck) Bosch (later Bush) lived at Point Lookout.  His wife later left him, she said that she “couldn’t live in a hole like Greensborough”.  Point Lookout was at Plenty which he made into a Boarding House, advertised to people to come and see the Batman Apple Tree which was not far from the old pipe line.  The Apple tree is still there today.


March
Mary Mitchell – her family lived in Hailes Street (now the skate park).  She was 9, her sister Margaret 18, her brother Henry 11, sister Ellen 7 when their father was stabbed to death by Josiah Grimshaw.  Josiah Grimshaw lived 200 yards up the river from his daughter, Helen Maygar who owned Willis Vale built in 1839.  Josiah’s brother Aaron was a preacher who Grimshaw St was named for.  Josiah was given 3 years hard labour, his wife had died 7 years earlier.  He was trying to romance Margaret Mitchell (age 18) who worked for the Maygars at Willis Vale.  Josiah was 55.

April
The Greenwood Sisters.
The family share farmed at Plenty with Adam Bosch.  They were still alive in their 90s.

May
Jessie May Partington (Scholes/Angus) (1922 – 1999)
The daughter of Annie & Will Partington, she was born at Willis Vale.  When she married Gordon Scholes they lived on a huge block of land in Carnon Street, Greenhills, now there are 11 two storied units on the block.
She married Stan Angus in 1968, they lived in Alexandra St, Greensborough till they both passed away.
Gordon died in 1964 and Stan died in 2003.

June
Susannah Whtmough (1881 - 1955)
Daughter of Emmett and Phoebe Whatmough.  Phoebe was daughter of James and Susan Chapman.  They lived at Whatmough Park where Emmett had his orchard on 12 acres.  They lived there with their 5 children until Phoebe died aged 37 in 1888.

In 1946 Alan Partington built a new brick house where the original Whatmough house was.  It is now the Riverside Cricket Club and has been extended and had a new roof put on it.

July
Emmett Whatmough (1842 - 1924)
Emmett married Phoebe Chapman aged 16 in 1867 (1852 - 1888)
Phoebe’s parents James & Susan Chapman built Marble Hall in 1854 on the corner of Para Rd and Main St (now Savers) Emmett and Phoebe had 7 children, two of their children died, one in 1867 and the other in 1869.
Emmett left Whatmough Park with the 5 remaining children when Phoebe died, Susanna was 8 years old.
They moved to her sister’s place at Cottlesbridge, Jessie (1856 – 1930s ) and Mr Pill. Jessie had married Henry Pill in 1887.
August
Martha (Ruston) Medhurst  (1860 - 1943)
Martha’s father was the first baker in Greensborough, his bakery was at the side of the Farmers Arms Hotel, corner Hailes and Main Streets.
Martha married David Medhurst at 18 years old. They had 8 children, Annie May Partington was their 2nd child born in 1884.
They owned the first fruit and vegetable shop in Grimshaw St opposite Church Street, later the Greensborough Bulk Store. They were the Grandparents of Amy (Knapsey) Huitt who owned the Fruit and Vegetable Shop in Main Street until they sold it to the Sculli Family.
Martha and David owned land in Howard and Broad Streets and more.
David was a journalist, he wrote a journal of Greensborough from 1835 – 1935 and contributed Greensborough news to the local newspaper.
David was born in 1855 and died in 1939.
September
Emmett Whatmough (1842 - 1924) and Phoebe (Chapman) Whatmough (1851 - 1888)
Emmett was the son of Robert & Mary (Hill) Whatmough and Phoebe was the daughter of James & Susan Chapman.
Phoebe died aged 37.  They were married in 1867 and parents to 7 children, sadly the first two boys died young.
Emmett’s parents Robert and Mary (Hill) Whatmough married in 1839, they came to Australia in 1841 with one year old Jemima.
Robert (1815 – 1887) and Mary (1813 - 1881) were from Lancashire. 
They lived in a small cottage in the city of Melbourne where Emmett was born (1842).  Robert was a lamp lighter in the city, his contract was for two years but he moved to Greensborough before it was finished so he had to ride his horse or walk to the city to light his lamps each night.
Robert was an orchardist, he had orchards at Plenty, Willis Vale, Whatmough Park and orchards where the Civic Centre is now.
Mary and Robert had 10 children but 6 children died young.  They are buried at the Pioneer Children’s Cemetery at Plenty near the Old Pipe Line.
Robert was the bother to Ellen who married Charles Partington.
There are 33 wax models of Robert’s apples in the Melbourne Museum.
October
John McLaughlin (1874 - 1965)
John married Rosalie Whatmough (1876 - 1953) who was the daughter of Phoebe and Emmett Whatmough.
John & Rosalie lived at Plenty, McLaughlin Lane is named after them, it is off Diamond Creek road.
November
Frederick Nevins Flintoff
The Flintoffs came to Australia in 18411
They owned land where the Civic Centre now is and land in Greensborough.  
Flintoff Street was named after Frederick Flintoff.
