McLaughlin Family History
Michael McLaughlin was born in Belfast, Ireland, on 6th April 1813. He arrived in Melbourne in 1840 and moved to Greensborough, he stayed there until 1865 when he moved to Whittlesea.
His wife was Ann Tempersley Partington, she was born on 12th November 1812 at Astley, Lancashire, England. Ann had previously married a Matthew Cully 3.2.1836 at St Mary, Stockport Cheshire, England and they had a son John. John was born on 12th August 1838 at Stockport, Cheshire, England. Matthew and Ann migrated to Melbourne,Victoria, Australia in 1840 and in 1841 aged 26 Matthew died. On the marriage of his mother Ann to Michael McLaughlin in Melbourne, Victoria, Australia date 1841 John took the name, John Cully McLaughlin.
A book “Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge” was given to Ann by her cousin Chrispin Hampson on 8th April 1828, Thornfalcon, near Taunton in Somerset, England. (This book is in the possession of Nancy and Eric Whatmough).

Michael McLaughlin’s Land
Frederick Flintoff’’s land near the road to Diamond Creek where the dry creek runs through to the Plenty River was subdivided into 3 Sections in 1854. Some part being taken by Michael McLaughlin the other parts by Hugh McElroy and John Power.

Astley Hill
Michael and Ann McLaughlin’s property was known as Astley Hill, apparently name after Ann Tempersley McLaughlin (nee Partington) birth place of Astley in Lancashire, England.
“The Estate was later known as Oldstead Park. In 1844-45 other sections of Portion 14 went to John Hessett, James Butler and the Kelletts. Flintoff’s land near the road to Diamond Creek, where the dry creek runs through to the Plenty River, was subdivided into three sections, some part being taken by Michael McLaughlin, the other parts by Hugh McElroy and John Power. This occurred in 1854.”

“Andrew Ross, while collecting an electoral list, came across McLaughlin (Michael) and commented”
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“It gave me interest and pleasure to see Mr. Whatmough’s (Emmett) garden laid out on the banks of the river….to see Mr Flintoff’s finely situated place with its orangery and grounds and lastly Astley Hill, the hospitable abode of Mr. McLaughlin (Michael) and family, busily employed in clearing land.”
