In recognition of his lasting and significant impact on the Greensborough Football Club as a Player from 1923 to 1926, and as the 1930 VFL Brownlow Medallist.


‘ After playing in the Boro’s 1925 Premiership team as a 17 year old, was recruited to Northcote in the VFA in 1926 and then to Richmond in 1928. Won the 1930 Brownlow Medal and played in the Richmond 1932 & 1934 Premiership teams. His Brownlow Medal and other Richmond honours rank him as the most highly decorated player ever produced by the Greensborough Football Club’
