Invitations were mailed to 72 ex-students. 43 were able to attend, some with
their spouses; Total attendance was 59 Fortyniners comprised 15 men and 28
ladies, there were 14 apologies and no reply from 24.

fraternity compiled by Margaret Reynolds Bennett. :

After welcoming all present the chairman Peter Fryar made a roll call after
which, Neil Tippett was cheered by all for arriving late after his early mornmg
flight from South Australia.

A valedictory was read to honour known deceased fellow students, the most
recent being Len McRae, our College President, John Pentney, Jim Lannen,
Janet Page Sanders, Sister Valda Ward and David Collins, our Author of ‘A
Gladness Found’ and constant newsletters, sadly this list now holds the names
of 30. Nineteen men and eleven ladies.

The Secretary then read the apologies all of which passed on good wishes to
all. Unforseen circumstances prevented our only living lecturer Peg Aldred and
her husband Harry from attending. This apology took the form of a 40 minute
phone call from Mt Martha.

A piano was hired for the occasion and our original college pianist Graham
Bartle played the college anthem which was proudly sung by everyone.
Graham had also printed and distributed the words of two other popular songs
- from the old days and with help from Nancy Lee Sedgwick conducting, this
session was greatly enjoyed. Many thought they heard the late Monica Miller
saying “well done”!

Volunteers were then called upon to come forward and share reminiscences of
their college days. Most recollections referred to the harsh disciplinary actions
and idiosyncrasies of our highly war decorated principal Frank Lord. There was
much merriment surrounding this topic as both teacher training and methods of
teaching have now changed so dramatically since the nineteen fifties.
Projected images of 1949 college life were set up in the room for continuous
display by our Wallace Wall who at the close of the Assembly made a floral
presentation of native Australian flora to the reunion secretary in appreciation of
her hard work in the planning and outcomes of six happy reunions in the past
35 years.
