The Head Teacher at Marysville Primary School (1273) 

from 1914-1915, he enlisted in the Australian Army on 

the 12th April 1915 and joined the 5th Infantry Battalion. 

He departed Melbourne with his unit onboard the HMAT 

A64 Demosthenes on the 16th July 1915 bound for 

Egypt. After serving in Egypt he was then sent to the 

Gallipoli Peninsula, Turkey where he was killed in action 

on the 28th November 1915. 

Private Woods was just 22 years of age when he died 

and his remains now lie in Shell Green Cemetery, 

Gallipoli, Turkey.
