VicForests help children climb 
to success 
 

The Victorian timber industry has again demonstrated its community spirit 
by donating Victorian Ash timber to a local outdoor activity centre. 
 

Camp Marysville, owned and operated by Outdoor Education Group, is 
due to be completed by February next year and will be open for youth 
groups, schools, churches and the general public to enjoy. The wood sup-
plied by VicForests will be used to create the organisation’s first 20 metre 
high climbing tower. 
 

Tony Pammer, CEO of Outdoor Education Group, said: “We’re really 
aware of the issues surrounding timber harvesting and it’s been really 
good to work with VicForests and learn much more about the process, and 
how they harvest in a sustainable way.

The 19 and 20 metre logs, weighing approximately four tonne each were 
hauled by Forestree Pty Ltd with assistance from Dindi Sawmill. The huge 
haul required a local police escort who guided the wood to its destination, 
making for a dramatic entrance. 
 

Liz Langford, VicForests Regional Engagement Manager, said: 
“VicForests is happy to assist local communities in whatever way we can. 
 

“The Mountain Ash timber supplied to Camp Marysville was has come 
from local, sustainable harvesting operations in the Toolangi State forest.  
 

“The timber industry is an integral part of many parts of regional Victoria, 
providing jobs, supporting local economies. The donation to Camp Marys-
ville is just one example of how VicForests and the wider timber industry 
supports and assists regional communities. 
 

“On behalf of VicForests, I would like to thanks Robin McKinnell from Fo-
erstree and Dindi Sawmill. We really appreciate his assistance and ap-
plaud him for his ongoing dedication to community involvement and sup-
port.  
 

As well as donating timber to various causes, we also have an annual 
Community Support Program that provides grants of up to $2000 to re-
gional community groups and services who make successful applications 
for assistance.

Making war, not love!  Snakes fight for mating 
rights 
If you see two large venomous reptiles fighting this Spring, please quietly head the other 
way – they have a serious wrestling match to settle before one can win the girl.  
Investigations by Senior Scientist Nick Clemann from the Department of Sustainability and 
Environment’s (DSE) Arthur Rylah Institute (ARI) have helped to clarify a long-
misunderstood aspect of the mating habits of local venomous snakes. 
“We hear reports, and even get sent photos and footage, of pairs of various types of 
snakes that are ‘braided’ together. Almost everyone thinks that they are seeing mating 
behaviour, but what they are actually seeing is a ritualised wrestling bout between male 
snakes,” Mr Clemann said. 
“When you are out in the field and see two snakes twined around each other on a lovely 
Spring day, it’s quite natural to think that they are mating.” 
“I’ve recently examined videos of Eastern Brown Snakes (Pseudonaja textilis) (taken in 
Victoria, ACT and South Australia), and the behaviour is consistent with ritual combat 
rather than mating.” 
“Although the sex of the snakes involved can’t be definitely determined, they are most 
likely males, and their movements amount to vigorous wrestling, probably in an attempt to 
establish dominance and secure mating rights to a nearby female snake.” 
“Each of the observations of the Brown Snakes occurred in September or October, which 
is during the breeding season for this species, so there is clearly a link between the ritual 
combat and breeding. However, other species such as Copperhead Snakes (Austrelaps 
ramsayi) have been recorded fighting in Autumn, although this is probably a prelude to 
mating as well.” 
“Male Eastern Brown Snakes are larger than the females, and we know from other species 
of snake where this is the case that ritual combat plays a role in selecting which males are 
able to mate.”

Shortlist of Bushfire Memorial sites 
 

The Murrindindi Bushfire Memorial Working Group has developed a short-
list of proposed memorial sites based on suggestions by members of the 
community in stage one of the consultation.  
The consultation showed that communities preferred two larger memorials 
on both sides of the shire – one in the Kinglake Ranges and one around 
Marysville - along with smaller local community memorials provided in each 
of the towns in the shire where lives were lost.  
Mayor John Walsh said selecting memorial sites was an important part of 
the process of creating the proposed community memorials. 
 

“The Working Group believes this option would satisfy local needs and en-
able the stories of each community to be told, while still providing a signifi-
cant space big enough to cater for large gatherings,” Cr Walsh said. 
 "It potentially allows for memorials to be linked like pieces of a jigsaw to tell 
the story of the fire and the events. 
"These sites will become highly significant and important public spaces of 
remembrance and reflection.” 
Tim Hart, who is consulting on landscape design to the Working Group, 
said sites needed to be in a place where local communities had a strong 
connection, as well as fulfilling aesthetic and practical criteria.  
“The places need to have positive physical qualities such as views, shade 
and aspect and which allow for quiet reflection,” Mr Hart said. “They also 
need to have a high public visibility”.  
Based on the findings of stage one of the community consultation, feed-
back from the Murrindindi Memorials Working Group and an assessment of 
each town, the following sites have been shortlisted as meeting the re-
quired criteria: 
Regional Memorial Sites: 

Marysville – adjacent to Lions Park or along the Steavenson River  
Kinglake/Kinglake East - within Frank Thomson Reserve or at the site 

of the former Kinglake Central kindergarten 
Local Community Memorial Sites: 

Narbethong - Narbethong Reserve 
Toolangi / Castella - at the community reserve on the former Castella 

school site (suggested after stage one consultation) 
Kinglake Central / Pheasant Creek - near the Community Centre / rec-

reation reserve 
Kinglake West - near the Whittlesea Rd / Yea Road intersection 
Flowerdale - Moores Road Reserve (suggested after stage one consul-

tation) 
At this point, no separate memorial is proposed at Strath Creek although 
something could be potentially incorporated into the recently constructed 
viewing platform. 
The community is encouraged to visit http://
murrindindibushfirememorials.wordpress.com  which has photographs and 
detailed information on each of the sites. There is also an opportunity to fill 
out a survey on the website and provide feedback on the shortlisted sites 
and other aspects of the memorial design.

Key community projects have community 
at heart in Toolangi and Castella 

 
A community house expansion, a magnificent walking trail, a garden 
straight from a magazine and a new park for locals and tourists have all 
been opened across Toolangi and Castella. 
 

The four major projects, The Toolangi Castella District Community House 
Upgrade, Toolangi Tall Trees Trail, Toolangi Castella Community Garden 
and Castella Central Park Redevelopment were all opened with the com-
munity taking a tour of the respective ventures.  
 

Mayor John Walsh said the projects were a credit to a hard working com-
munity. 
 

“It has been a wonderful partnership with the community driving these pro-
jects that will have so many benefits for personal growth and development, 
as well as major tourism attractions,” Mayor Walsh said. 
 

The Toolangi Castella District Community House upgrade provides a flexi-
ble venue where the community can come together for meetings, personal 
development and smaller social gatherings. 
 

It will also provide a hub during and after emergency events. 
 

The increase in size of the community house will also allow for more visit-
ing services to the area which includes learning activities and support ser-
vices. 
 

The Toolangi Tall Trees Trail will take walkers, cyclists and horse riders 
through some of our region’s magnificent forests.  
 

The Tall Trees Trail is a meandering multiuse pathway that follows the 
Myers Creek and Healesville-Kinglake Roads, providing a 10km long link 
between Monda Road, Toolangi to the Melba Highway at Castella and in-
cludes a sealed section passing through central Toolangi. The entire walk 
takes around two hours.  
 

This beautiful trail passes through spectacular countryside close to the up-
per reaches of the Yea River, between the forested foothills of mountains 
including Paul’s Range, the Black Range, Blue Mountain and the majestic  
Mount  St Leonard. 
 

The Castella Central Park Redevelopment has seen the construction of a 
recreation facility to be enjoyed by both community members and visitors 
to the shire. 
 

Situated on the Melba Highway at Castella, it is a starting and ending point 
for the CJ Dennis Centenary Trail. It provides picnic facilities, horse hitch-
ing and day yards and community amenities. 
 

The Community Garden has far exceeded expectations, with the project 
extended for six months to allow another two gardens to be set up. 
 

As an extension of the community's commitment to sustainability commu-
nity members have been incredibly resourceful in acquiring materials 
throughout the building phase that are recycled, donated or otherwise lo-
cally sourced. 
 

The gardens are seen as places where experimentation and trialing of new 
ideas can take place, particularly when adapting plants to local conditions 
or experimenting with novel gardening ideas.  It is also a place where new-
comers to the area can come to learn about the local conditions and gather 
gardening knowledge, before attempting to set up their own gardens. 
 

The gardens are also seen as important places for community gatherings 
so spaces within the garden have been created to allow for passive enjoy-
ment or social gatherings. 
 

The projects have been funded through a range of donations. These have 
been provided by Murrindindi Shire Council, Victorian Bushfire Appeal 
Fund, Federal Government, State Government, Melbourne Water, Helen 
Macpherson Smith Trust, The Australian Ballet Society Incorporated and 
the generous support of community groups and members.

VicForests has again assisted a range of regional community groups and services across 
the Central Highlands region including a number of community groups in Healesville.  
This year almost 40 groups and services across eastern Victoria were awarded grants, or 
the opportunity for ongoing support through VicForests’ Community Support Program. 
Golden Wattle House in Healesville, one of the successful applicants of the Community Sup-
port Program, is an activity centre that plans and runs social and recreational activities for 
older frail and isolated people, and older people with a disability. 
The organisation is using its grant to assist with a project developed to help re-establish 
local gardens that were destroyed by the Black Saturday bushfires. 
Luisa Williams, Program Manager at Golden Wattle House, said: “Now that many people 
have rebuilt their homes after the Black Saturday bushfires, they are looking to their gardens 
and attempting to re-grow those.  
“We grow seedlings and cuttings and then give them to those who lost their gardens in the 
bushfires. This project is the best thing to come out of the bushfires locally and it’s a fantas-
tic example of other things an aged- care activity centre can actually do. We are really grate-
ful for the support.  
“It has been really important that we keep this project going and with VicForests help, we’ve 
been able to do so,” said Luisa. 
Now in its third year, VicForests Community Support Program assists organisations that 
contribute to the wellbeing of local communities by providing grants of up to $2000 to charity 
groups, sporting groups, educational and community groups located across the Central 
Highlands, Gippsland and East Gippsland. 
Liz Langford, Regional Engagement Manager, said: “This year’s Community Support Pro-
gram was again a very difficult to judge due to the number of very worthwhile projects that 
required funding.  
“I would like to thank everyone who made an application for assistance though this year’s 
program and would like to express how proud I am of the work VicForests undertakes to 
support regional communities. 
“The forestry industry plays a key role in building and supporting rural and regional commu-
nities through its business activities and by sponsoring local community events and activi-
ties. 
“Examples of other initiatives VicForests has provided funding for this year include; uniforms 
for junior sporting teams, outside broadcast equipment for a community radio station and a 
Christmas dinner for the disadvantaged; among many others,” said Liz.
