On 30th. October, "1944 the first class of the Reconstruction Training
Scheme commenced. This class was in Boot and Shoe Repair and,
along with several succeeding classes, was conducted in a small hall
belonging to the Trades Hall and situated in Palmerston Street, Carlton.

In May, 1945, Strang reported to the School Council that seventeen
men were undergoing 1iraining in this frade and a similar number had -
completed training, being certified as having attained a standard of 40%
of the capacity of the average tradesman.

A_Human Problem. As mentioned earlier, during all of these difficulties
associated with the war effort, the teachers were trying to conduct a
junior section as normally as possible. Fven without a war, there are
many social problems in each and every school, but the following gives
one example of the problems for parents when life is certainly not nor-
mal. ‘

In a note to Mr. Perc. Gill, the then Headmaster of the Junior sec-
fion, Mr. Strang wrote: The attached letter is of a rather moving nature,
worthy of a sympathetic response and some action which would bring
peace of mind to the father and mother of the boy concerned. Please in-
quire into circumstances and advise me so that I may be able to reply
as soon as possible,
