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tender first to Lalor to couple onto the rear of the train which had
drawn forward to the baulk blocking further movement towards Epping.
Shortly after the arrival of the D3, No. 3 CM "The Coffee Coach" arri-
ved with coffee for the passengers, most of whom had been trying to
puzzle out how J.F.S. proposed to serve the coffee as it was obviously
not on the train or anywhere at Lalor! The fourth train to arrive,

* finally bringing the Staff, was a four-car suburban "spark" on its nor-
mal run, which arrived last and left first, followed shortly afterwards
by 3 CM, the ARHS Special with the D3 once more (running back to town
through Clifton 1ill), and the light engine K 188, which returned via
Royal Park.

42. "THE PICOLA PASTORAL".

After some indecision as to the exact date and destination of this
ARNS Tour (because of a desire to make maximum use of the remaining D3
locos), the original date and destination were adhered to, so Saturday
August 15th was the date set for a trip to Picola, beyond Shepparton,
using D3 locos and the newly-removated "Yarra" parlour car. Departure
was on time at 7.40 a.m. from Spencer St. behind R 743, and after a
slow run through the suburbs the train was halted at Somerton where Con-
trol was notified that one of our members, Nr. W . Jack, from Pallarat,
had died of a heart attack after rumning for the train at Spemcer St.
The train proceeded to Craigieburn where Nr. Jack's body was removed
by ambulance and the 8.15 a.m. Down Albury-Tocumval overtook the Special.
The R put on a good performance with the heavy load, but was checked
most pf the way by the 8.15 a.m. ahead. At Seymour R 743 was replaced
by DAT68Y for the last-ever "Double-headed D3" run. After a number of
photo stops, including one on the new Goulbourn River bridge near Too-
lamba, the train was 20 minutes late at Shepparton where D3 639 was coal-
©ed and D3 684 put on the front. At Numurkah D3 684 was detached and
D3 639 took the train to Picola where an old Foden lorry was in steam,
chuffing round the yard. Departure from Picola was 29 mimutes late and
the train was further delayed when the coupling between the D3 and
"Yarra® parted. D3 684 was attached to the train again at Numurkah.
Another eleven minutes were lost at Murchison East due to a blocked oil
feed pipe on 684. R 743 replaced the D3's at Seymour, where departure
was 55 minutes late. A further 12 minutes were lost up to Heathcote
Jen., but some time was regained and arrival at Flinders St. was 58
minutes behind. P.L.C./G.C.

The A.R.E.A. held a successful trip to Mildura, Yelta and Meringur
over the August lst weekend, Leaving Melbourne on the Friday night,
loco B 60 had a load of 14/635 tons comprising Goulburn (shower and
lounge), Murray (diner), BCE, BZ, 5 Sleepers, Carey (shower), 3 Sleepers,
Melville (power).
