Main Funding Sources

continued to develop Talks and Tours in Pipemakers Park for  

various  school and community groups. 

I would particularly like to thank all members of the Committee of 

Management for their individual contributions to the sustainability of the 

Living Museum during 2006.  

Recent management changes at Parks Victoria in 2006 meant 

Pipemakers Park returned to the control of Brimbank Park under the 

supervision of Ranger in charge, Libby Jude, which has led to  

a number of constructive outcomes. We welcome back some of the 

familiar Rangers’ faces and look forward to a continued  

co-operative partnership at Pipemakers Park in the future.

The Arts and Culture staff of the City of Maribyrnong, particularly Nick 

Matteo, took a renewed interest in the Museum in 2006 as a significant 

cultural organisation and gave a good deal of their time in strategic  

planning discussions.

Spirit West  Services contribution as Work for the Dole sponsors for  

projects including maintenance of the historic buildings precinct, helping 

with Living Museum activities and environmental works throughout the 

Park. 

I would like to also thank Brett Hosie for his outstanding contribution and 

commitment to the Living Museum and Pipemakers Park, particularly the 

work on The History of the Land Gardens, the Plant Nursery and the 

wetlands in the park.

You can see from the pictures in this Annual Report that things 
were very lively in 2006. Chinese lions leaping about in the blue-
stone building, plays about frogs in the Visitor Centre,  
exhibitions appearing in the Victorian Parliament and Buddhist 
temples. The Living Museum was very alive in 2006.

The exhibition, ‘Pobblebonk’ acted as a kind of catalyst for a 
number of other projects and events that evolved throughout 
2006. The exhibition began touring early with a stint at the Quang 
Minh Buddhist Temple in January where 20,000 people gathered 
for Vietnamese New Year. This appearance inspired a later 
project that influenced the cultural style of Buddha’s  
birthday celebrations in May. Respect for animals is an important 
element of Buddhist practice.

The exhibition, ‘Pobblebonk’, also featured importantly in a new 
partnership with the School of Education at Victoria University to 
begin channeling information from the Living Museum archives 
into the local school system by developing curriculum notes  
relating to information that can be found in the Resource Centre. 
Schools are once again being encouraged to draw on local  
knowledge to teach a wide range of concepts. This is a significant 
step in the Museum’s role in the community. 

Such a step requires an effective Resource Centre and 
Operations Manager, Janine Hill, spent a good deal of time  
during the year attending seminars and networking to upgrade the 
archive systems. Part of this work was helped by a grant from the 
National Library to fund the digitisation of many of the Museum’s 
early audio and visual recordings which have been in danger of 
deteriorating in their earlier form. The maintenance of the 
collection is an ongoing challenge. 

Another ongoing challenge, although a newer challenge, has 
been to encourage use of the bluestone buildings by more  
individuals and organisations. It is a great space and everyone 
who sees it comments on the ambience or feel of the place. This 
year the building was a temporary dormitory for more than a  
hundred young scouts on a local jambouree, a theatre set for a 
group of students from the VCA, and a venue for hundreds of  
students and others who came to see a diverse range of cultural 
groups perform stories, songs and dances about animals in an 
event called, ‘Meet the Neighbours’. 

Once again this Museum, which wholeheartedly embraces the 
participation of its local community, has surprised us all, 
even the people who run it.  

It was a proud moment to see the Maribyrnong River estuary on show at 
Queen’s Hall in the Victoria Parliament beautifully presented by the exhibition, 
‘Pobblebonk’. This was great promotion for the Museum courtesy of the Speaker 
of the Victorian Parliament and member for Essendon, Judy Maddigan MP.

A special project to help newly arrived migrants learn about their new home through familiarisation 
with the indigenous animals and their habitat was developed in  

partnership with the New Hope Foundation. The project was a remarkable success and led to the idea 
of the concert, ‘Meet the Neighbours’. Here Martha Gaba from the African Women’s Association 

explains Pobblebonk to a group of Sudanese women.

The new exhibition, ‘Pobblebonk’, about animals of the Maribyrnong River Estuary, made its first touring 
debut at the Quang Ming Temple for Vietnamese New Year on January 28th.  
The exhibition was seen by thousands of visitors.

The outcomes of a special project to develop curriculum notes 
focussing on the issues in the exhibition, ‘Pobblebonk’ about the 
Maribyrnong river estuary were presented in a special Showcase 
event at the Museum in August. The research project was developed 
in partnership with the School of Education at Victoria University 
and Footscray City Secondary College. 

The bluestone building was totally transformed for this theatre production 
of ‘Aviary’, directed by Victoria College of the Arts student, Louise Morris. 
The production crew showed us new potential for the building with the 
whole upper storey and some of the lower floor being turned into a ‘stage’ 
for  
this innovative show.
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A mask workshop of indigenous animals was held 
during the ‘Meet the Neighbours’ concert. A woman 
in the audience admires the mask decorated and 
worn by this young girl.

The Chinese Youth Association performs the Lion Dance at an event called, ‘Meet the 
Neighbours’, which was a concert of stories, songs and dances 
celebrating animal stories in different cultures. The event was put on in partnership 
with the Maribyrnong Refugee Week Committee.

In early March more than 120 cubs spent a Saturday night in the  
bluestone building. Gavin Somerville helped with the development of  
a new environment badge based on things that could be found at Pipemakers 
Park which led to  an overnight mini jamboree.

These boys were part of the audience at  
‘Meet the Neighbours’, they asked to have  
their photo taken.

A project developed from a partnership with Footscray City Secondary College, the Quang Minh Buddhist Temple in Braybrook and the Living 
Museum came to fruition at the Temple on May 7th, Buddha’s birthday. The project was,for 
secondary school students, to build nesting boxes for local indigenous bird life to be placed around the Temple and the  
surrounding area. As Buddhism strongly supports and celebrates animals the project launch was a feature of the Birthday 
celebrations and a variation on the traditional form of animal involvement in the ceremony for Buddha’s Birthday.
