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Project Methods and Results - Part One

Purpose of this study
This report is part of a larger project, the Maribyrnong Heritage Review. The purpose
of the Heritage Review is to identify, evaluate and provide conservation
recommendations for:

• places of cultural significance (non-Aboriginal places),
• places of natural significance
• places of pre and post contact Aboriginal significance.

Study area
The study area is the Maribyrnong City Council, a municipality which was created in
December 1994 by amalgamation of the former City of Footscray with part of the
former City of Sunshine.

Study brief
Extract from City of Maribyrnong Historic Places Studies brief:

The City of Maribyrnong has not been surveyed comprehensively for non-
Aboriginal places of cultural significance. ... Previous studies have covered
the former City of Footscray and many industrial sites throughout the present
municipality.

Maribyrnong City Council is now seeking a comprehensive understanding of
the historic places throughout the municipality that are worthy of planning
scheme protection.

Five specific historic places studies were identified as priorities in a scoping paper
prepared for the Maribyrnong Heritage Review. These were:

Project 1: Maribyrnong, Maidstone, Braybrook and Tottenham Heritage
Study (former City of Sunshine area)
Project 2: Footscray Review: Urban Conservation Areas & Individual 

Places
Project 3: Significant Trees
Project 4: Industrial Places Review Study
Project 5: Historical Archaeological Zoning Plan

The Consultant tendered for Projects 1 to 4 and offered an integrated approach to the
brief. Volumes 1 to 6 relate to an integrated project called the Maribyrnong Historic
Places Studies which was a comprehensive review of the Maribyrnong City
Council’s historic places.

Study Components
The Maribyrnong Historic Places Studies (Projects 1 to 4) study output consists of
the following components:
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Volume One  Historic Places- Project Methods and Results
This volume provides an overview of Projects 1 to 4 that involved identification of
significant places, assessment of significance and recommendations on the protection
and management of historic places and values within the project area. Only places of
potential City, Regional, State and National significance have been appraised in the
place reports, as determined by the thresholds adopted in the City of Footscray Urban
Conservation Study (1989) and the extent of the budget allowance for this study.

Volume Two Historic Places- Environmental History
The history of the development of the physical fabric of the City of Maribyrnong,
prepared by Jill Barnard, is set out under historical themes.  These themes have been
developed based on the Principal Historic Themes developed by the Australian
Heritage Commission, which are used as a framework in identifying, assessing,
interpreting and managing cultural heritage in Australia.  The Historic Places Studies
(Projects 1-4) of the City of Maribyrnong makes use of these historic themes
although the framework is not rigidly adhered to and some adjustment and adaptation
is essential for the specific context.  Some themes may be relevant even though there
may no longer be a known physical representation in the area.

Volume Three  Historic Places - Industrial Places, City of Maribyrnong
Detailed heritage assessment of 65 selected heritage places from a total of 94
potential industrial heritage places or complexes in the City of Maribyrnong as listed
in the Living Museum of the West Industrial Sites database or the Western Region
Industrial Heritage Study.

Volume Four  Historic Places - Non - industrial Places in former City of
Sunshine
This volume covers the former City of Sunshine which came to the City of
Maribyrnong after amalgamation in 1994. It includes Maribyrnong, Maidstone,
Braybrook and Tottenham.

A total of 229 potential heritage places were identified including industrial places and
significant trees which are evaluated in Volumes 3 and 6 respectively. After further
analysis of the remaining 95 places and using a threshold of comparison at potential
City (City of Maribyrnong), Regional (Western Region) and State heritage
significance, seven places were identified for detailed heritage assessment.

Volume Five  Historic Places - Heritage Precincts & Individual Places in
the former City of Footscray
The team surveyed the study area (former City of Footscray) and undertook a variety
of tasks which included:

• checking the relative integrity of the nine proposed and revised urban
conservation areas from the City of Footscray Urban Conservation Study (Butler,
1989) and the Footscray Urban Conservation Area Review (Butler, 1993) and
assessing if other urban conservation areas existed;

• checking the relative integrity of the approximately 180 potentially significant
individual places listed in the City of Footscray Urban Conservation Study (1989)
but not documented or assessed;
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• carrying out research on the potentially significant places from the 1989 study to
allow a review and preliminary assessment of their significance;

• reviewing the existing heritage overlay area citations and updating each statement
of significance for all existing heritage overlay areas, and providing revised
statements of significance for fifteen areas;

• providing a conservation policy for each heritage area establishing specific
policies for the conservation of the area and significant elements within the area
based on the Queenscliffe Planning Scheme Local Provisions cl. 22.

Volume Six Historic Places- Significant Trees, City of Maribyrnong
A total of 73 potential heritage trees or tree groups were identified across the City of
Maribyrnong including those judged to be potentially significant to the locality, City
of Maribyrnong, Western Region or State or simply typical of their type. This volume
includes a detailed heritage assessment of a total of 32 significant trees or tree groups
assessed to be significant to the City, Western Region or State. Those below this
threshold (i.e. locally significant or typical) were listed for assessment at a future
date.

The source of potential trees or groups included: trees recorded on the Access
heritage database; trees identified in other concurrent studies within the Heritage
Review; trees identified in survey work; and those listed by a reference group of
officers and the community members consulted by Council. Recommendations were
then made on management of each identified significant tree or group and advice was
also provided on changes to relevant Council policy concerning trees.

Study process
This study was commissioned on the basis of a tender from Francine Gilfedder &
Associates which followed a brief contained in tender documents issued by Council
(see Appendix 8). A fixed sum was submitted for the work. The following describes
key study phases.

1 Environmental History
The work of the existing City of Footscray Heritage Study (1989) by Graeme Butler
was reviewed. The Environmental History was completed by Jill Barnard in
consultation with specialists including Dr Olwen Ford, Dr John Lack and others.

2 Identification
This stage included a heritage survey of the new parts of the City by the heritage
landscape, architecture and industrial history team members. Database entries for
each place provided a brief description and highlighted areas of significance and the
historical theme(s) expressed by the place. The place name, location data, assumed
age, any known history, main construction materials and the type were listed for each
identified place.

A preliminary heritage value was allocated to each place on the basis of the
Australian Heritage Commission criteria (see Appendix 7): places having significant
evolutionary, historic, rarity, representative, research, aesthetic, technical, creative or
social values. The levels of significance used were Local, City, Regional, State and/or
National.
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This significance was judged comparatively with other sites of a similar type (ie
houses, factories, trees, etc.):
• within the Locality (such as Braybrook),
• within the City (defined in this study as the City of Maribyrnong),
• within the Region (defined in this study as the Western Region),
• within the State (Victoria), and/or
• within the Nation (Australia).
Places were then selected for further examination on the basis of significance to the
largest group as a priority with the threshold of significant to the City of
Maribyrnong and above (ie. City, Regional, State, National significance). This
threshold was chosen on the basis of equivalence with that used in the City of
Footscray Urban Conservation Study (Butler, 1989), as requested by the brief (refer
Appendix 8).

3 Community consultation
The study team was assisted by the steering committee and lead consultant (Chris
Johnston of Context Pty Ltd) in the areas of publicity, public meetings and
community consultation. The emphasis was on targeted consultation with
knowledgeable groups or individuals with broad dissemination of the study’s aims
and findings through the media. Discussions were held with individual property
owners and two general information evenings staged at the Footscray Town Hall, and
the Community Centre, Braybrook.

4 Research documentation and evaluation
Following identification of potential significant places, research was undertaken into
a specific number of places selected on the basis of the required significance
threshold (City heritage value and above- see Appendix 7). Research into each of the
selected places generated a footnoted history and statement of significance,
augmented by a physical description and a statement of significance by the
appropriate discipline. Management recommendations were made for each assessed
place.

5 Heritage program
Existing Maribyrnong City Council conservation and heritage policies, the Municipal
Strategic Statement and other current policies were examined and recommendations
made for improvements.

Timing
The study commenced in June 1999 with the original study period being for six
months. Ultimately the work was carried out over 20 months. A draft of volumes 1 to
6 was submitted in September and a final draft in November and the study was
completed in February 2001.

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Limitations

Levels of significance
Only places of potential City, Regional, State and National significance have been
appraised in the place reports, as determined by the adopted thresholds or levels of
significance used in the City of Footscray Urban Conservation Study (1989), and the
extent of the budget allowance for this study (see Appendix 7).

Undocumented Heritage Places
The total number of potentially significant individual heritage places and areas
identified in this study (see Heritage Places Schedule, Appendix 1) is 628 of which
only 335 have been documented, with a priority for those of potential State, Regional
or City significance (these place numbers exclude the contributory places assessed
within existing and proposed heritage overlays). This has meant that places that have
potential Local heritage value have been neglected in terms of documentation and
assessment.

This study sets out a methodology and information sources which could be used by
community groups or individuals to document these places and continue to gather
information about those already documented in this report. The City should co-
ordinate and assist any efforts of this kind. Oral history work in the community can
focus on these places and use historical themes to guide interviewees.

Landscape Places
The brief for this review did not include a requirement to identify and assess
landscape places (except for Project 1 outside the former City of Footscray). This has
meant that other than trees (see Volume 6), these places have been largely neglected
in terms of documentation and assessment. This has been addressed in the Project
Two Stage One report recommendations for Stage Two (Vol. 5) of the project.
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Project Methods and Results - Part Two

Results

Background
For this study much of the previous work on Footscray was reviewed and revised
including:
• John Lack’s 1991 A History of Footscray
• Graeme Butler’s 1989 City of Footscray Urban Conservation Study
• Graeme Butler’s 1993 Footscray Urban Conservation Area Review
• Gary Vines, Melbourne’s Living Museum of the West, 1989 Western Region

Industrial Heritage Study
• additional studies (Johnston/Walker; specific landscape studies, conservation

management plans by Allom Lovell etc)
• Inner West Branch of the National Trust of Australia (Victoria)

There had been no previous comprehensive heritage survey of the former Sunshine
parts of the City of Maribyrnong (Braybrook, Maidstone, Tottenham and
Maribyrnong), although there had been some identification of potential heritage
places in earlier studies eg. ‘Western Region Industrial Heritage’ and Allom Lovell
Defence sites.

Volume 1 is the summary document for Projects 1-4, the Historic Places Studies. It
outlines project methods, results and recommendations. The following table
summarises the results of Volumes 3-6 and other specific results from the Historic
Places Studies.

Table 1 Summary of results

Volume 3 Industrial Places (City of Maribyrnong)
Sixty five place reports were prepared and included in Volume 3, Appendix One. In
addition to this another 19 places were identified as of potential local significance.
Further work is required on these places for heritage protection.

Volume 4 Non-Industrial places (fmr. City of Sunshine)
Of a total of 95 non-industrial places, seven place reports were prepared and included
in Volume 4 Appendix One as of City or above cultural heritage value (see Appendix
7). The remaining 88 places have been identified as locally significant or simply
typical of their type (Vol 4, Appendix Two).  Of these, 26 places were identified as
locally significant (Vol 4, Appendix Three) and require further assessment for the
planning scheme. No action is recommended for places that have been assessed as
typical only.
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Volume 5 Non-Industrial places (fmr. City of Footscray) identified for
further work
1. There are 143 places of intermediate & historical importance from the 1989
study proposed for conservation1.
Of these:
1.1. there are 21 surviving places with no statement of significance but inside urban

conservation area. They require a Statement of Significance in Stage 2.
1.2. there are 135 surviving places with no statement of significance and outside of

urban conservation area. These require a statement of significance in Stage 2.
1.3. there are two surviving places with a statement of significance and outside of

urban conservation. They require a Statement of Significance in Stage 2.

2. There are 100 (93 non-industrial) individually significant places from the 1989
study2..
Of these:
2.1. thirteen surviving non industrial places were proposed for the Planning Scheme

in 1989 but were not included, and have a statement of significance. These should
be revised in Stage 2 and included in the heritage overlay.

2.2. two surviving non industrial places were proposed for the Planning Scheme but
were not included but have no statement of significance. A statement of
significance should be prepared in Stage 2 for entry into the heritage overlay.

3. There were 23 additional individually significant places identified in the 1999-
2000 Heritage Review survey of the former City of Footscray.
Of these:
3.1. thirteen significant places were upgraded or identified at the study threshold

(significant to the City, Region, State or Nation) but are not in the planning
scheme. A statement of significance should be prepared in Stage 2 for entry into
the heritage overlay.

3.2. ten significant places were upgraded or identified at the study threshold
(significant to the City, Region, State or Nation) and are in the planning scheme as
part of a heritage overlay area. A statement of significance should be prepared in
Stage 2 for entry into the heritage overlay as individual places.

4. Landscape and other areas, former City of Footscray
Grimes or Thames Reserve assessment required in Stage Two.
Williamstown Railway Precinct assessment required in Stage Two.

Volume 5 Heritage Precincts (City of Maribyrnong)
A total of seventeen heritage precincts were assessed and rationalised into 15
proposed heritage overlay areas. The recommendations from this review are for
changes to the existing urban conservation areas with generally a return to or
extension of the boundaries identified in the 1989 heritage study.

Some heritage precincts have contributory elements other than buildings such as
bluestone street kerbs and channels and mature street tree rows which have been
proposed to be listed individually in the scheme, as well as being cited as contributory
elements within the precincts.

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Volume 5 Significant Municipal Landscapes (fmr.City of Footscray)
The Significant Municipal Landscapes section of the City of Footscray Conservation
Study (1989, vol 3) recommended a number of public landscapes for heritage
protection which have not as yet been included in the planning scheme. A brief
survey carried out as part of this project has revealed that these landscapes (a total of
five) have generally not changed in significance. Some of these (Footscray park and
the Railway Reserve) have been registered by Heritage Victoria; others such as the
Yarraville Gardens and Footscray Cemetery are being assessed by others for the City
of Maribyrnong.
Grimes (formerly Thames) Reserve remains outside of these groups and should be
assessed for the planning scheme in Stage Two of this project.

Volume 6 Significant Trees (City of Maribyrnong)
Out of a total of 73 places (trees and tree groups), 32 place reports were prepared and
included in Volume 6, Appendix One. In addition to this another 41 places were
identified as of local significance.
Trees have not been individually identified in those public reserves included on the
Victorian Heritage Register (Footscray Park, Footscray Railway Reserve) or those
being assessed by others (Yarraville Gardens, Footscray Cemetery). Landscape
elements within the public reserves have not been assessed in this report3.

Amendment to Maribyrnong Planning Scheme
An amendment is required to the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme to adequately protect
places identified in this study as of City, Regional, State or National significance,
which are not already listed in the heritage overlay.

Victorian Heritage Register
A total of 29 places of State or National significance are identified in the Victorian Heritage Register

Register of the National Estate
Nine places are on the Register of the National Estate, being equivalent to places of
State or Regional significance within the threshold structure of this study (see
Appendix 7).

Summary of Recommendations
The following are recommendations arising from the Historic Places Studies Projects
1 to 4 and following review of Graeme Butler’s City of Footscray Urban
Conservation Study (1989) and Footscray Urban Conservation Area Review 1993
carried out for the former City of Footscray.

Protecting heritage places - Conservation Planning in
Maribyrnong City

Introduction
One way of conserving heritage places is to list them on a planning scheme or other
statutory heritage register. These listings can provide public recognition, some form
of legal protection and the basis for funding to ensure the continuing preservation of
the site. There are many government and private bodies which are concerned with
heritage conservation in the City of Maribyrnong. This section describes the listing
mechanisms available to Council.

Legal protection for heritage places

Government Conservation Initiatives
The State and Federal statutes which directly govern heritage conservation in the City
of Maribyrnong are as follows:

State:
• Victorian Heritage Act, 1995
• Victorian Planning and Environment Act, 1987 (as amended)

Federal:
Australian Heritage Commission Act, 1975
(Register of the National Estate)

Victorian Heritage Act (State Government)
The Victorian Heritage Act 1995 protects a broad range of significant heritage places
including historic and archaeological sites, precincts, gardens, cemeteries, shipwrecks
and objects, buildings and structures which are entered on the Victorian Heritage
Register.

The Act also deals with non-Aboriginal archaeological sites, previously covered
under the Archaeological and Aboriginal Relics Preservation Act. Permits required
under the Act for alterations to listed places are dealt with by the Executive Director.

Assessment criteria for the Victorian Heritage Register
State-wide cultural significance is judged using the following assessment criteria (as
of 6 March 1997):

• historical importance;
• rarity or uniqueness;
• educational or research potential;
• representation of a class or type;
• good design or aesthetic characteristics;
• richness, diversity or unusual integration of features;.
• scientific or technical innovation or achievement;

• social or cultural associations.

Permits to undertake works
Permits for works that alter the physical appearance of a registered place (including
interiors of buildings) are required unless a permit exemption has been granted. If the
land surrounding a registered building is also registered alterations such as adding or
changing a structure or laying hard paving, will require a permit. However permits
for planting, removal or pruning of trees and plants, or general garden works are not
required unless  particular trees or gardens have been specifically identified on the
Victorian Heritage Register as being of cultural heritage significance.

Permit exemptions
Exemptions from permit applications can applied for at the time of registration or a
permit application. Exemptions may be granted for works in areas of minor cultural
heritage significance.

Cost for permit applications
Permit fees for conservation works such as repair, restoration and reconstruction or
works needed to make a place safe may be waived on the discretion of the Victorian
Heritage Council. Pensioners or others eligible under the State Concessions Act who
carry out works to their own home are also exempt from fees. It is recommended that
applicants employ a recognised heritage consultant to plan the works and prepare
their application.

Appeal on decisions by the Executive Director
Decisions by the Executive Director on permit matters or conditions can be the
subject of appeal to the Heritage Council.

Interim Protection Orders
Council or the Executive Director can also declare Interim Protection Orders over
potentially significant sites that are at risk to provide for their conservation until an
assessment of their value can be made. Permit exceptions may be made for ongoing
works to registered sites (painting, repairs) or, in the case of churches, any works
relating to ‘liturgical purposes’.

Financial assistance
Financial assistance can be provided for the conservation of significant trees,
gardens. archaeological places and objects, and shipwrecks and shipwreck relics as
well as buildings. Owners of registered places are eligible for low interest loans or
rates and land tax abatement as determined by the effect of registration on the site’s
value. The Heritage Council of Victoria offers free architectural advice for registered
building owners and a guide to sources of other specialist help. The Heritage Council
of Victoria may be contacted at Level 22, Nauru House, 80 Collins Street, (GPO Box
2797Y) Melbourne, Vic.

•  Before seeking Victorian Heritage registration, the City should inform each
owner of the City’s intention and ensure that they are properly informed about the
likely consequences, both negative and positive.

• If any of these places are threatened by development prior to assessment for the
Victorian Heritage Register, the City should seek the advice of the Victorian

Australian Heritage Commission (AHC) and the Register of
the National Estate (Federal Government)

Register of the National Estate (RNE)
Listing on the Register of the National Estate means that a place has been recognised
as part of Australia’s natural and/or cultural heritage, and that it merits conservation.
Listing helps people to appreciate why such a place is a significant part of Australia’s
heritage. Through the Register of the National Estate, planners and decision makers,
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at all levels of government and in the private sector, are able to obtain information
about heritage places throughout Australia. This can give listed places a better chance
of being conserved.

What does listing mean?
The following is derived from the AHC World Wide Web site on the Internet

Entry in the Register means that a place has been assessed to have heritage value,
having met various criteria of national estate significance.
Registration:
• gives planners and decision-makers at all levels of government and in the private

sector, objective information about the national estate values of places, so that
this can be considered when decisions are being made;

• obliges the Commonwealth Government to avoid damaging national estate places
(unless there are no `feasible and prudent alternatives’) and to consult with the
Commission before taking any action which could harm or affect a registered
place;

• provides researchers and scientists with information about Australia’s National
Estate;

• makes owners of heritage properties eligible for 20% tax rebates for conservation
work expenditure on their properties;

• makes places eligible for grants for identification, conservation or promotion,
under the National Estate Grants program; and

• alerts all Australians to the presence of national estate places and their natural and
cultural heritage values.

Listing process
Entries approved for listing are advertised in the Commonwealth of Australia Gazette
and in public notices in the press. The Commission also tells the owner and local
government of its intention to register places. The place is then entered on an Interim
List. Any person can object to, or comment on, the interim listing of a place in the
Register. Usually, objections must be made within three months of the publication of
the notice.

Objections can be submitted on any grounds. However, when assessing objections
the Commission, through its Act, must give prime consideration to the national estate
significance of a place. An independent expert or panel may be appointed by the
Minister to reassess the place. Objectors are given the opportunity to comment on the
assessor’s report. The Commission makes the final decision on national estate
significance and final approval for entry in the Register is decided during the
Commission’s formal meetings.

Effects of listing
Listing is not a land management decision and the Commission does not own or
manage registered places. Entry in the Register does not give the Commonwealth any
rights to acquire, manage or enter places which are private property.

Places listed in the register are not ‘locked up’. There is no legal obligation on the
part of owners of listed places to alter the way in which a property is managed or
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disposed of. Nor does it mean that owners are required to give the public access to
listed places.

Maribyrnong City Places proposed for the Register of the National

Maribyrnong City is not particularly well represented on the Register of the National
Estate although eligible places were recommended for inclusion by the City of
Footscray Heritage Study when it was submitted to Council in 1989 but no action has
been taken.

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Recommendations
• The City with the aid of this report should seek addition of the places listed in

Appendix 5 to the National Estate Register, being places identified as of State or
Regional significance.

• Before seeking RNE registration, the City should inform each site owner of the
City’s intention and ensure that they are properly informed about the likely
consequences, both negative and positive.

Planning and Environment Act 1987 (State Government)

State Heritage Planning Objectives
The Planning and Environment Act 1987 makes planning authorities such as the
Maribyrnong City Council responsible for conservation and enhancement of
buildings, areas or other places which are of scientific, aesthetic, architectural or
historical interest or otherwise of cultural value [Planning & Environment Act
(1987): 3 (cl.4(d))]. Planning authorities have set out to meet these requirements,
often by placing a planning permit requirement on any work associated with
important places, to allow the authority to aid or guide any interested property owner.

Maribyrnong City Planning Scheme
Maribyrnong City Council now administers the former Sunshine (part) City’s
planning scheme as well as that for the former City of Footscray. Both schemes will
be superseded by the Victoria Planning Provisions (VPP) where heritage overlay
(HO) clauses will replace the existing heritage entries in these schemes and the
former Maribyrnong Planning Scheme.

Places listed in the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme
Individual heritage places and areas in the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme heritage
overlay schedule are listed in Appendix 2.

Places recommended for addition to the planning scheme table from
this study
Places recommended for inclusion in the Maribyrnong planning scheme heritage
overlay were those places identified to be of City significance and above: refer
Appendix 3.

Heritage funding for places listed in planning schemes
Heritage Victoria administers the Victorian Heritage Restoration Fund which can
provide financial assistance to the owner(s) of places listed in the planning scheme.
The fund will provide loans at low interest rates for capital works for the
conservation, restoration or enhancement of historic buildings, sites, structures,
gardens or other special places.

Applications for funds should address the need or urgency of the works; the heritage
value of the place; if the works comply with recognised conservation practices (such
as The Burra Charter, 1999); any community benefit; and whether the works are
eligible for funding from other sources. They should also include the title details of
the place and a description and cost estimate of the works.
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Applications for funding should be made on the form available from Heritage

New Format Planning Scheme
In September 1998 the Report of the Panel and Advisory Committee on the
Maribyrnong New Format Planning Scheme was released. This included a number of
recommendations to Council following identification of some weaknesses with the
proposed Municipal Strategic Statement (MSS). A major gap in the Local Planning
Policy Framework of the planning scheme was that the MSS contained no reference
to local heritage. In addition the Panel supported the formulation and adoption of
local heritage policies to be implemented through the Local Planning Policy
Framework, to accompany the application of heritage overlays in the planning
scheme (refer Vol 5 Appendix 10). Adoption of the policies would provide the
rationale for the application of the heritage overlays and assist in the assessment of
planning applications in the affected areas.
It is recommended that the City administration amend the Municipal Strategic
Statement (MSS) and Local Policies in the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme to address
the heritage objectives outlined in Vol 5, Appendix 10 of this review.

Council initiatives
It is recommended that the City administration develop a policy on assistance to
owners of heritage properties listed in the planning scheme (see also non-statutory
conservation programs) which includes:
• the waiving of planning application fees for approved conservation work on listed

heritage properties;
• 50% rate rebates which are linked with conservation work by owners on their

heritage properties (see Part 8, Division 2, section 169 of the Local Government
Act 1989, as used by the former Waranga Shire)

• rate valuations which account for heritage listing, reducing rates and State Land
Tax if a property has a reduced redevelopment potential (see Section 2 (8) of the
Valuation of Land Act)

• increased flexibility of land use for heritage properties.

Once the type and extent of its planning controls are known, it is recommended that
Council should fund the preparation of, and adopt as policy, detailed conservation
guidelines for each listed heritage place to supplement this present study and aid in
the administration of any conservation planning controls. This type of work would be
done by a heritage adviser or as a separate commission.

Recommendations
• The places listed above should be added to the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme;
• Any staged planning protection for identified heritage places should use the

heritage value as a guide to priority, for example seeking to list the sites of
National significance, State, then Regional, City, then Local in the planning
scheme;

• Council should consult the Heritage Council of Victoria over any proposed
development of sites of Regional or State importance in the interim; and
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• Heritage skills or qualifications should be included in any tender documents
issued for planning services.

National Trust of Australia (NTA)
The National Trust of Australia (Vic) is a voluntary community-based organisation
which lists and promotes the conservation of the State’s heritage, including buildings,
building groups, public art, industrial heritage, landscapes and gardens. It has no
statutory power but seeks publicity to influence community attitudes and government
policy.

Additional Work

Landscapes from the historic places study
This study has identified a number of landscapes, trees and tree groups, and historical
plantings often where a tree or trees are the only markers of an important historic site.
Many of these places are contributory to the overall character of the City but are not
of individual importance.

Some landscape places have been included in the detailed citations (Vols. 4, 5, 6),
generally as supportive of a building and sometimes as individually significant
specimens (see Yarraville Gardens). Others judged as potentially of local significance
or as typical of their type, have not been dealt with in detail because of the study
budget limitations. However, the field survey stage of this study illustrated to the
study team how important the mature exotic landscape is to the City, showing
evidence of the former industrial activity in the area as well as providing some
aesthetic elements, and as a buffer to new residential development. In particular the
historic landscape associated with the Maribyrnong Explosives Factory and the
Maribyrnong River are outstanding and offer high potential for future use and
enjoyment.

A Landscape Character Study (combining cultural, resource potential & amenity
factors) would recognise broad landscape areas and specific elements. Such a study
may also identify further specimen trees of horticultural, aesthetic or heritage value,
and provide a detailed management tool for the landscapes possessed by the City.
Conservation Management Plans are recommended for historic parks and gardens
such as Footscray Park, Yarraville Gardens and the Maribyrnong Explosives
Factory5.

Recommendations
• Investigate the feasibility of a Landscape Character Study, using the work done to

date;

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• Investigate the preparation of a Conservation  Management Plan for significant
landscapes, using the work done to date;

• Establish a significant tree register, or a `favourite tree' register, in the City and
incorporate the findings in the planning scheme and planning policy or as a non-
statutory resource;

• Adopt an interim policy to protect mature historic vegetation where it provides
evidence of previous activity and is of potential historical and aesthetic
importance to the City.

Non-Statutory Conservation Programs

City Restoration Programs and Advisory Services
Heritage advisory services have operated in Victoria since 1977 and, over the years,
have aided greatly in the proper administration of heritage controls and provided aid
for many property owners. Some 30 councils received matching funding for heritage
advisers from Heritage Victoria in the period, 1996-97.  Maribyrnong City has
employed a Heritage Adviser on a regular part time basis.

Heritage advisers are in the main experienced conservation architects who can advise
owners and managers of significant places on restoration or development questions or
advise the City on planning applications, on a periodical basis (weekly, fortnightly,
and monthly). This work will vary with the nature and number of properties listed in
the planning scheme for heritage protection. Some municipalities also provide
specialist landscape (Yarra Ranges) and archaeological advice through their heritage
advisory service.
An adviser can:
•  provide free development advice to planning permit applicants who own heritage

places;
•  comment on planning permit proposals for heritage places to council or council

officers;
•  identify additional places of significance in the City and add to the existing

documentation of identified heritage places;
•  assist in the development of restoration guidelines for owners of listed places;

and
•  promote heritage conservation and the advisory service.

Given that applications for planning permits may be required from rate payers and
the scarcity of experienced conservation architects in the area, this service can satisfy
many problems met by applicants without causing them undue personal expense.
This is of particular assistance in the continuing assessment of identified sites which
undergo change and the discovery of new heritage sites. Applications for
conservation funding can also be assisted by advisers and hence may achieve a higher
success rate.

Local heritage low interest loans
As a financial incentive for restoration or just repair of valuable sites, a policy of low
interest loans (perhaps managed by a volunteer local advisory committee and advised
by the heritage adviser) should be investigated. As with the heritage adviser, this can
promote heritage concepts and improve the visual environment  while providing
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financial assistance to those who could otherwise not afford to undertake restoration
schemes.

Apart from local funding, there is also the Victorian Heritage Restoration Fund which
provides financial assistance to places which are protected in planning schemes and
do not attract any other type of heritage funding.
Revolving funds of this type have been operating in Victoria since the Maldon fund
was created in 1978 and other Councils have followed, many successfully (Geelong,
Port Fairy). Their operation requires specialist heritage advice to ensure the proper
expenditure of limited funds and may involve the creation of an agreement with the
owner or a conservation covenant on the title to ensure the protection of the
investment.

The funds also benefit from firm lending policies where the available money acts as
an incentive to achieve works which would otherwise not be carried out. This may
involve cases of financial hardship or an immediate need for urgent works. Priority
should also be given to fundamental works such as restumping, drainage, and
roofing.

The issue of financial hardship needs to be carefully assessed given that research has
shown that few owners of residential properties are disadvantaged by heritage
planning controls. This may not be the case for commercial sites. Council should also
allow for the administration costs involved with drawing up agreements, processing
payments and following up arrears. These costs should be covered by the interest
charged on each loan or as a cost to Council.

City financial incentives, heritage awards, heritage walks and general
promotion
The City could investigate financial incentive programs (see also rate rebates above)
which encourage restoration or refurbishment of heritage buildings, streetscapes and
areas. These might include townscape improvement schemes where for example,
local traders contribute to an improvement fund which is distributed for work on
painting facades, erecting related street furniture and signs and planting trees which
complement the period of the precinct.

Holding heritage restoration or garden competitions and developing heritage
brochures for walks or rides helps maintain public awareness of heritage issues and
standards, while also encouraging improvement of the City’s built assets and
fostering tourism. A program of annual heritage awards has been operated by the
former City of Warrnambool and the City of Greater Geelong. Other promotional
activities could be:  
•  production of tourist postcards or posters depicting current and early scenes

around the City to be sold at retail outlets, tourist information centres and local
libraries;

•  investigation of wider use of tourist signs and trails to complement heritage
drives or walks;

•  investigation of heritage plaques (ensuring that they do not compromise the
heritage value of the site);

•  celebration of historical events in the City’s history;
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•  organisation of workshops or public instruction dealing with heritage and related
issues;

•  provision of restoration guidelines for owners of listed places. These would
address aspects such as building, landscape and garden conservation; researching
your house or garden; relevant research documents and official records;

•  organisation of trade fairs, encouraging local professionals, suppliers and trades
people to show their work as it relates to heritage;

•  development of or assist the development of an education kit on local heritage
for each of the district’s schools and forge links with the Victoria University of
Technology campus at Footscray and the Living Museum of the West (LMW);

•  encouragement of a weekly heritage column in local newspapers or newsletters;
•  to support the local history archives at the local historical societies, Maribyrnong

library and the LMW collection;
•  provision of a management plan to conserve historic Council records (Council

minutes, rate books, early building and engineering plans) including making
copies (micro-fiche or optical disk) to allow safe community access to ageing and
fragile records;

•  in the interim, store historic Council records in fire, weather and vermin-proof
storage and limit handling of documents without gloves or other protection;

•  provide the Maribyrnong library with (micro-fiche or optical disk) copies of all
municipal rate books and minute books held by Council;

•  development of a heritage recording program, utilising the community and local
historical societies where possible, to record photographically all aspects of the
City’s heritage to ensure that the loss of historic places is not absolute;

•  to aid the setting up of a picture collection acquisition and indexing program
based on copying residents’ and former residents’ old photographs, indexing and
publication.

•  publication of the above images on compact disk (CD) as a community resource
and potential use on Council’s home page on the Internet

•  use of this study as the basis for a personal computer based Heritage Database
which could be installed in the Maribyrnong City libraries as a reference for local
historians and potentially the basis for adding more places or site histories to the
study findings;.

•  acquisition of the publications listed in the Restoration Guidelines bibliography
of this report for use by the public and a separate set for use by Council planning,
conservation officers and other staff;

•  creation of a CD Rom of  historic illustrative material in the library (in
conjunction with the historical societies, the Living Museum of the West Inc. and
the State Library of Victoria) which would include photographs from the Living
Museum of the West Inc. and the State Library of Victoria.

•  continuing acquisition of State Library of Victoria and other micro-fiche
collections i.e. relevant local maps from the Central Plans Office historical plan
collection; and

•  establishment of a local oral history resource in the library (in conjunction with
relevant historical societies and community groups) which would include
interviewing, transcription, indexing and publication, in coordination with the
Living Museum of the West Inc. and the State Library of Victoria.

Department of Natural Resources & Environment (DNRE) Community
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Environment Fund Grants Program
An annual grants program has been provided by the Department of Natural Resources
and Environment to aid voluntary community groups active in conservation of
heritage places on public land (ie. local historical societies, special project groups),
usually up to the value of $6000. Money is directed towards providing materials for
physical works, including maintenance and interpretation, and applications must be
accompanied by a management plan by a heritage architect or appropriate
conservation consultant.

Previous grading system
The grading system used in the City of Footscray Urban Conservation Study 1989 is
the A-E place grading, 1-3 streetscape grading evolved by Graeme Butler for the
North & West Melbourne Conservation Study (1983) and later adopted by the MCC
in their 1985 policy document.

Places graded A-C were individually significant and were recommended for the
planning scheme. Places graded D were potentially locally significant, typical or
representative of a period/type but had the potential to form groups, precincts or
streetscapes of some significance.

Assessment 1999-2001

Assessment against Australian Heritage Commission (AHC) criteria
The Australian Heritage Commission criteria consist of a set of eight criteria which
cover social, aesthetic, scientific, and historic values. Each criterion has sub-criteria
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written specifically for cultural or natural values. As this project is for cultural values,
the sub-criteria used are identified by their alpha-numeric code and briefly described
as follows:

Heritage place selection is based on meeting these criteria. Places are selected from
the knowledge of what is required to meet the criteria, the knowledge gained from the
study of place data and the context formed by comparison with other similar places in
the study area.

Thresholds
Thresholds of significance used in this study are based on comparison of the specific
type of place within a defined geographic as follows.
Compared with other places in the locality, City, Region (western region) or State, the
place is:

• H1 · associated with a person or group judged to be of importance, and the

association with the place is of considerable depth, a strong association with the
person's productive life, or a clear link with the person's or group's work.

The threshold adopted in 1989 was equivalent to places significant to the City of
Maribyrnong.

Contributory elements to a place
Parallel with places of potential individual significance are those which have a
contributory role in making up the fabric of a place or precinct. This place or precinct,
in turn, may be significant to the locality, City, Region, Victoria or Australia. This
might include a group or network of places associated with housing, transport,
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industry, etc.

For example the elements or houses which make up the place called the Queensville
Estate are as essential to the expression of that place as the original fabric is to the
heritage value of an individually significant house.

Management
Conservation of the above place types means conservation of the significant fabric of
the elements which make up these places. If the threshold of City or Local
significance is adopted, the original fabric relevant to the significant period(s) of
places of Local or City significance should be conserved. Thus if, for example, the
Queensville estate (part) is assessed as being significant within the region because of a
number of factors including the expression of the period around World War One and
its aftermath period: places which express that period or are contributory should be
conserved.

1. Background
The City of Maribyrnong, through its Corporate Plan, is committed to the identification
and preservation of sites of natural and cultural heritage.  It is undertaking a Heritage
Review, to identify, evaluate and provide conservation recommendations for:

places of cultural significance (non-Aboriginal places),

places of natural significance, &

places of pre and post contact Aboriginal significance.

To facilitate this process Council has appointed Context Pty Ltd as lead consultant to
project manage the overall Heritage Review. The lead consultant and Council Officers
comprise the Project Management Group, which is guided by the Heritage Review
Steering Committee.
The Historic Places Studies described in this specification form part of the specialist
studies that are planned as to occur during the Heritage Review.
2. Project Rationale
The City of Maribyrnong has not been surveyed comprehensively for non-Aboriginal
places of cultural significance (referred to as historic places throughout this brief).
Previous studies have covered the former City of Footscray and many industrial sites
throughout the present municipality.

Project 3: Significant Trees

Project 4: Industrial Sites Review Study

Project 5: Historical Archaeological Zoning Plan

This specification anticipates that consultants may wish to submit for just one of the
historic place briefs or for several.
In combination with earlier studies, it is expected that the studies described in this
specification will provide a comprehensive understanding of Maribyrnong's historic
environment.
Each of these studies will involve identification of significant places, assessment of
significance and recommendations on the protection and management of historic places
and values within the project area.
It is recognised that the study of historic places may overlap in some instances with the

3. Project Area

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Project 1: Maribyrnong, Maidstone, Braybrook and
Tottenham Heritage Study (fmr City of Sunshine area)

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Historic Place Project 2: Footscray Review: Urban
Conservation Areas & Individual Places
Purpose
A major study of historic places within the former City of Footscray (Footscray
Conservation Study, G. Butler, 1989) has resulted in the protection of a number of
individual places and 9 precincts in the Maribyrnong Planning Scheme. Three
additional precincts were investigated but not recommended for protection.
As a result of comments from a Panel appointed to consider the planning scheme
amendment, some proposed Urban Conservation Areas were reduced in extent. A
report was prepared as part of this process (Footscray Urban Conservation Area
Review, G. Butler 1993).
There is now strong Council and community support for extending the heritage
precincts, and developing clearer guidance on the management of change within these
precincts. The Queenscliffe model is the preferred starting point.
In addition, a number of individual places (approx. 180) were not assessed in the 1989
study. These now need to be considered for inclusion in precincts or for individual
assessment.
The study would be in two stages:

Stage 1: would review the heritage areas and individual places identified in the
1989 study, with the aim of providing a comprehensive identification and
assessment of heritage areas across the whole of the former City of Footscray that is
now within the City of Maribyrnong.

Stage 2: would involve detailed research, documentation and assessment of
individual places outside heritage areas that are not currently protected under the
planning scheme.

Places to be considered should cover all historical periods, up to the present day, giving
particular attention to the twentieth century. The 1989 study only considered places
built before c1945. All elements of significant places and areas will need to be
identified, and an integrated approach that considers the place and its setting and all
significant elements is preferred.

An archaeological zoning plan – particularly for the Footscray
area is required to enable further investigations of these places to occur when
redevelopment plans are proposed.
Project Area
The project area to be investigated is the entire area of the City of Maribyrnong, with a
focus on the earliest settled areas.
Objectives
The project has the following objectives:
1. To identify areas of high archaeological potential
2. To provide guidance to the Maribyrnong City Council about the protection of

historical archaeological sites.
Tasks
As part of the study, the consultant will be expected to:
1. Identify the area where the earliest non-Aboriginal settlement and activity took

place.
2. Examine historic plans to determine the location of key historic places from this

early period, and to predict the likelihood of substantial archaeological evidence
remaining.

3. Create an historical archaeological zoning map to aid planners and developers in
identifying areas of high archaeological sensitivity.

4. Make recommendations on the protection of archaeological evidence within the
area covered by the zoning plan including:

Procedures to be followed when major change is proposed to an area likely to
contain archaeological evidence

Requirements that Council should place on the applicant

Any requirements by Heritage Victoria

In making these recommendations, consultants are asked to consider policies and
procedures that have been developed by other Councils or government heritage
agencies including the NSW Heritage Office Archaeological Assessment Guidelines
(1996).

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budget provided by the consultant in their Proposal must include all fees and costs. Any
proposed extension of the budget should be clearly indicated and justified in terms of
the project outcomes and other requirements.
