Most ex-students and former staff members within our still-
close network of 'friends of DHS' were very quickly made
awareof our greatloss when Edna Vukmirovic (Dawson) died
onMonday, 24 February 1997, aged 76 years.

The sad news spread fast
through word of mouth.
Those few scattered or iso-
lated members of ourcommu-
nity who are only now learn-
ing of Edna's death, perhaps
in some cases through these

pages, will doubtless be ex-
periencing what we others
have already felt.

The loss of Edna was at
once a source of real, heart-
felt grief, as a person with
whom so many of us had a

that none of us shall forget.

very personal student-
teacher or colleague to col-
league relationships, went
from our lives. At the same
time, along with the sadness,
tinged with nostalgia, was a
tender emotion that yes, here
indeed was someone we had
all loved and who would, in
some indefinable, intangible
way, be withus as long as we
ourselves breathed.

Itis not just fitting that we
should pay our respects to
Edna on these pages - itis an
essential acknowledgement
of herenormous contribution

to the school, to each of us
and to the greater commu-
nity. Many of us will slipaway
quietly from the public eye,
when our time comes, but for
Edna, there was atruly amaz-
ing upsurge of feeling that
reflected her significance in
the history of DHS.

This depth of feeling can
best be understood when the
length and quality of Edna's
association with the school
is explored. Her first known
official contact with DHS was
in August, 1933, when she

A daughter's thanks...

Thenewsletter received the
following letter, based on a
brief address at the Edna
Dawson Vukmirovic Memo-
rial Service, by Stana
Sargood (nee Vukmirovic),

['wish to thank all the past
students and past and cur-
rent staff for the many trib-
utes received on the loss of
Edna, my mother.

The cards, the flowers and
wishes were a comfort and
showed great honour to her
life and memory. During her
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illness, Mum appreciated the
visits and flowers sent from
the Ex-students Association
(mauve tones for orchid, of
course!). The flowers at the
Thanksgiving Services from
the association and the cur-
rent school, and the musical
item from present-day stu-
dents were also honours.

The school was always a
special part of Mum's life and
I thank you.

Stana Sargood
(nee Vukmirovic)
DHS 1975 - 1980
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was enrolled as asecond form
student. Prior to that, she had
tackled her secondary edu-
cation by correspondence.

Once at DHS, Edna at-
tained a high standard, won a
scholarship and obtained her
Leaving Certificate with
passes in seven subjects.

Edna then became a stu-
dent teacher and it was not
long - 1938 - before she was
back at DHS. Those who were
around in those days recall
that she spent much of her
time working in Mr Griffith's
office.

After pursuing her qualifi-
cations as a secondary
teacher, Edna

school always found these
occasions very exciting, with
somany of their peers jammed
tightly into the double rooms.

Then, Edna would enter.
Those who saw this happen
willrecall it well. Tiny Edna

I
recall a certain 'Mousie' who
was one to call out the
occasionainterjection and to
sing the wrong words.

Having commanded our
attention, ever so quietly,
Edna would announce the
song o be rehearsed, raise
her hand (or was it a baton -
the memories fade a little),
nod to the accompanist (for
many years Mollie Cowen,
but there were others) and we
would be away.

We sang our hearts out
for her and enjoyed every
minute. Even those of us not
blessed with good singing
voices nonetheless loved

goistic songs she had a part
in teaching. She need not
have chastised herself - they
were the culture of the day
and we, teachers and stu-
dentsalike, were prisoners of
it, just as today's children are
held to intellectual ransom
over violent American cul-
tural imports.

I am not very good at de-
scribing my time at DHS, but
Iwill giveitatry.

Having just moved 1o
Springvale over Christmas,
my older sister (Ethel Vin-
cent) and 1 began at
Dandenong High School in

1924. She was two years
ahead of me (Eunice Vincent
as I was then known).
Students came on the
trains from as far away as
Carnegie and from the
Gippsland lines. Everybody
walked from the Dandenong
Station to the High School,
so we all had plenty of exer-
cise before school. Any
teachers on the train would
lead the procession of pupils
up to the sch('Joll. -
If it was raining when we
arrived at Dandc_:no_ng, we
were ableto geta ridein acab.
There were no busesin those
days- until nearing theend of
Ourf’l&lfr'll]tfr. gorting out our
books and needs from our
lockers, everybody congre-

gated in the quadrangle until
the Headmaster, Percy
Langford, welcomed every-
one and then we went to our
own classes.

When 1 first started, the
school doctor had everyone
measured and I was the small-
est in the school!

If anyone misbehaved,
they had to write 20,40, 50 or
100 lines and produce them
the next day. If you giggled
(like Isometimesdid) the lines
would be doubled.

1 was too small to play
basketball or tennis, but after
a couple of years I took up
hockey. By the third year, I
was playing in the DHS
Hockey Team for which I
played until I finished in the
Leaving Certificate "B" Form.

I was lucky in my third
year, because it was decided
tostartaCommercial course,
in whichmy motherenrolled
me. It was the best thing that
happened to all those who
took the course. It was called
"Commercial principles and
Practice". Nearly half of the
earlier classes took the new

course. We had amarvellous
teacher - Miss Little - and
everyone enjoyed it. We also
did English, French and
Arithmetic, which was
enough to obtain the Leav-
ing Certificate.

I really enjoyed my five
years at DHS and my young
sister Win started there two
years later. My older sister,
Ethel, finished two years be-
fore me. She was always near
the top of the grade, even
though she was younger than
most of them. My younger
sister, Win, alsodid the Com-
mercial course.

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FORTY (AND MORE) YEARS ON

"We’ll honour yet the school we
knew’.

But would they? During the
countdown to November 29th, the
day set aside for the reuniting of
pupils who attended DHS in the
1920s, 30s, and 40s, the question
predominated.

The small band of fewer than 20
exies led by an executive
committee of three, had laboured
throughout the year, with the
assistance of members of the DHS
Ex-students Association, and of
Robin Stevenson - Deputy
Principal, to ensure a successful
outcome.

A collection of early photographs
and Dandenong Historical displays
were in readiness, signs drawn,
registration points designated,
registrars rostered.

Would the formal invitations, the
word of mouth publicity, the
media coverage, spark
enthusiasm? Would the
unpredictable Spring weather keep
people away? Would it be too hot,
too wet, too chilly? Had the
Chaplaincy Committee, in charge
of refreshments, over-catered?
Under-catered? What if ,..?

But they did arrive. They streamed
through the gates, hundreds of

them. They had made their way to
the old school from all points of
the compass, on foot, by car, by
plane, from local homes, from
distant parts of regional Victoria,
from interstate.

Left behind were day-to-day adult
anxieties, financial stresses, broken
relationships, unrealized
ambitions. It was a day to return
to childhood. Old mates were

sought out, friendships renewed,
confidences shared, schooldays
hilariously revisited.

There were those who cupped an
ear to hear or conversed from
wheelchairs, some who knew they
would not see another reunion. To
the white-haired, the slightly
stouter, the rather frail, it mattered

little: they were youngsters again
as they reminisced.

Long-dead teachers were called to
mind: 'Brum’, Miss Carpenter and
her fingernail inspections, ' Toss’
McAughtrie with his *Write out
one hundred thirteen-letter Latin
words for talking’. And everybody
had an "Old Sinny’ tale to relate.
Overheard: *Geoff, you were my
heart-throb’. Congratulations,
Geoff, you handled it superbly
with your gentle smile and
charming *Why didn’t you tell
me?’. How many small dramas
were being played out within the
throng?

Men were crushing women to
their chests and women were
planting multi-colored kisses upon
each other’s cheeks in genuine
affection. For a brief spell,
everybody felt loved.

It was undoubtedly "a great day
and a jolly day’.

Above the school songs, the
rowdy chatter, the whoops of
recognition, a sound drifted - a
creaking sort of noise. Did
anybody present hear it?

The old school, "the best school of
all’, clearly recognizable despite
the many facelifts, was squaring
her shoulders and raising high her
head in pride. She had watched the
crowds of sixty-plus, former
students filing into the grounds:
they had, every one, remembered
her.

Ed previously
held employment with the State
Bank of Victoria, Box Hill Youth
Services, Commonwealth
Employment Centre - Box Hill and
Youth Development
worker/Counsellor - Manningham
Youth Services. His Youth Work
portfolio includes Youth Leader at
Mitcham Baptist Church, Youth
Leader at Frankston Forest Baptist
Church, Youth Pastor - Bethel
Baptist Church, S.A., and at the
time of his appointment he was
attending Truth Liberation and
Concern.

This wide diversity would appear
to amply qualify him to assume the
challenging role filled competently
by successive Chaplains at DHS.
Among those participating in the
Commissioning service were Mrs
Vicki Collier, Chairperson of the
Dandenong Chaplaincy
Committee, Mr Neil Vague, a
long term member of that
Committee, Mrs Delwynne
Wright, SWC, Dandenong High
School, plus a former Chaplain,
Megan Coote, now the Chaplain’s
Chaplain to the auspicing body,
the Council for Christian
Education in Schools. Members of
the Minister’s fraternal were
present, the Guest Speaker was
the Reverend Barrie Sutton,
Chaplain - Victorian Cricket
Team. The School Concert Band,
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co-ordinated by Katrina Vrisk,
together with the School’s
Home Economics Class,
contributed to a successful late
afternoon function.

FROM
THE
CHAIR

I have recently had cause to
reflect on the state of the present
incarnation of the Association. We
evolved out of the organising
Committee for the 70th
Anniversary and became
operational in 1992.

Since then we have initiated
decade reunions for various year
levels; more than a dozen in
number. We took responsibility for
much of the organisation of the
75th Anniversary, and last year a
special reunion was held for past
pupils of the 1920s, 1930s and
1940s.

Qur connection with the school
over these years has been close
and co-operative. Ex-students
regularly attend assemblies on
occasions such as anniversaries,
Anzac Day, Awards Night and
Presentation of School Badges.
The Association, and its members,
have set up a number of
scholarships for students - the
most recent being the Edna
Dawson Vukmirovic Music
Scholarship.

Through our initiative, school
badges have been reproduced, and
last year House Captain and
School Captain badges were
ordered, ready for presentation
this year.

New House Banners were created
for the 75th anniversary and two
art exhibitions of ex-student works
have been held. The recording of
school songs in 1996 was an
important and memorable
undertaking.

Ideas and projects envisioned
during the first meetings in 1992
have gradually taken shape. The

Association Newsletter was the
first thing off the ground and it has
developed and improved over the
years. The History Unit was set up
a few years ago and is functioning
well. Its members catalogue and
store archival material in a
custodial role for the school
community. At present a group of
regional contacts is being
organized in country Victoria and
inter-state, and someone has
agreed to take responsibility for
developing a business network of
ex-students.

ACHIEVED WITH
VOLUNTARY LABOUR.

The ideas have always been there:
it is just a matter of finding the
person power to run with them.
The main problems we have
encountered have been too few
helpers for too many jobs. Of
great concern has been the ever
fluctuating numbers of members:
we have surges at reunions and
then numbers drop off.

It has been suggested that
members might want more for
their $10 a year, that we should
entice them with discounts and
privileges. I find this notion
somewhat disturbing. It may well
be part of modern practice but
then I find much of modern
practice offensive. The crunch
for me is the question of giving
or taking. To misquote
President Kennedy - “Ask not
what your Association can do
for you, but what you can do for
your Association.” That
sentiment is consistent with the
school spirit engendered over the
decades.

However, we are still saddled with
the numbers problem and we are
in the run-up to the 80th
Anniversary celebrations. I would
therefore appreciate comments
and suggestions on these
matters, so please write.
