In 2010, I was asked to go over to Japan as an exchange artist through the Latrobe Regional Gallery, which was an opportunity of a life time. Through my art, the Japanese people would know my artworks thought my Japan trip thought (Latrobe city). It was good to show my art over in Japan because they have never seen Gunnai/Kurnai line works in Indigenous art, only dot works.
Also went Chain part of art project I designs for the sister city of LCC, it was a very good time and to be at the opening of the Australia garden with An indigenous artist to be an ambassadors for the people in china 2013 artist trip for a week then I come back alone and made it back home was Deadly. 
 My artworks were displayed for them to see the special markings from Gunnai/Kurnai in South East Australia. As an artist I’m keen to continue to express my self through my paintings and tell the stories of my ancestors. My nanna and her stories have been part of my life and this is who I have become today which influences my artworks. My grand-parents are Dolly Mullet & Watson Pepper and they came from Lake Tyers Mission and then moved to Morwell in the 1960’s with their mob of kids and now this is the family home. 
I have sold most of my paintings around the valley and in the Melbourne too. I’m starting to be recognised for my artworks and my greeting cards which have been selling to Koorie networks and other organisations. I like going to arts functions with all the Koorie artists around Victoria. When we come together to share all our stories and cultural ways, we let the whole world know who we are. 

I do the distinctive cultural line works, and my art is being recognised in exhibitions and shows.
 I have more to do; this is just the start of my story as an Aboriginal artist. One day I would like to be well known around Australian and in years to come to be known around the world too. 
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
