had a cut out chook and a hen and a duck, all made out of wood. In those daysthey had a very big U shaped driveway. You drove
in from the Centre Road end and drave out half way between Centre Road and Lusk Drive.

The family was made up of Mr EE Gallus, his wife Helen, Diana, Peter and Cynthis. Diana married Peter Brown who worke at the
Shell Service Station on the corner of Boronia and Canterbury Roads, Vermont. Therservicestation was called Canbor Service
