Auber's fame was made with “ Masaniello,” produced at Paris in 1808. The Overture 
may be taken as an epitome of the dramatic situation. The scene is laid in Naples, and 
the* music breathes the fiery temperament of the inhabitants of its shores. It opens with an 
“ agitato” theme, a portent of the tragedy to come. Then follows a serene pastoral-like melody, 
which is suddenly cut short by a recurrence of the “ agitato.” The Overture proper now begins 
with a wild, gloomy, restless theme, reflecting the ferment of fishermen’s revolt under 
Masaniello. The second subject is in direct contrast, where the strong martial colouring seems 
to suggest the movement of troops and the suppression of the revolt, in which Masaniello perishes.
