JEWISH NATIONAL LIBRARY. 

“KADIMAH.”

December, 1933.

Ladies and Gentlemen,
This, the 22nd Annual Report of “Kadimah” activi­

ties, which we have much pleasure in submitting to 
you now, is of particular significance and importance 
in the life of our institution, being the chronicle of its 
doings during the first year in the new “Kadimah” 
Building. We must express our deep satisfaction at 
having been able* to complete this building, and our 
pleasure at the expressions of general approval on all 
sides.

The management, realising their growing responsi­
bilities in all directions, have endeavoured to the best 
of their abilities to make the “Kadim.ah” functions of 
a highly interesting nature and of educational value.

The opening of the new “Kadimah” Building was 
celebrated on the 25th March in a dignified and ap­
propriate manner. This function was attended by a 
most representative gathering of Melbourne Jewry, and 
was given due publicity in the press. Just at this time 
was received the deplorable news of the persecution of 
Jews by the German Government, and the manage­
ment of the “Kadimah” decided to submit, on the open­
ing night, a motion of protest and indignation at the 
treatment meted out to the German Jews, which was 
the first meeting of this kind held in Melbourne.

After the opening festivities, we settled down to 
more solid cultural work, and the following functions

Our 
very sincere thanks are due to Miss Linda Phillips, and 
all artists.

LENDING AND READING LIBRARY.—The Com­
mittee wish to thank Mr. S. Schechter for carrying on 
so well the important work of Librarian throughout the 
year. The number of borrowers has considerably in­
creased, ov/ing to the purchases and donations of fresh 
literature. We are pleased to note that the Reading 
Library has now newspapers from all parts of the 
world, and is open to readers practically every night 
during the week.

THE LADIES’ AUXILIARY, under its able Presi­
dent (Mrs. I. Sher), have given us again strong support, 
and have become an indispensable part of our institu­
tion. They were particularly helpful in furnishing and 
fitting up the new Hall. Our best thanks and wishes 
go with them in all their future activities.

YOUNGER SET.—We cannot pass this opportunity 
of expressing our gratification at the formation of the 
“Kadimah” Younger Set. Although of recent growth,
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this little Circle, under the leadership of its President 
(Mrs. D. Benjamin) , gave distinct promise of becoming 
of great value to the “Kadimah,” both financially and 
socially.

Before concluding this report, the Committee wish to 
register their deep appreciation of all the assistance, 
both monetary and otherwise, rendered by members 
and friends in connection with the new Building. We 
have no doubt that it must be a source of profound 
satisfaction to them to feel that they have helped in 
the progress made by this institution, which has be­
come such an important factor in the life of the Jewish 
community of Melbourne. We would, however, impress 
on all interested in the “Kadimah” that its growth is 
entirely dependent on constantly increasing member­
ship, and we consider it the duty of every member to 
strive towards this end.
