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58th and 59 th ANNUAL REPORT

Dear Members,
We have much pleasure in presenting the 58th and 59th 

Annual Report and Balance Sheets of the Jewish Cultural 
Centre and National Library “Kadimah”.

The report includes the years 1969 and 1970. The 
Balance Sheets are from September 1968 to August 1969 in­
clusive, and from September 1969 to August 1970 inclusive.

The outgoing Committee was unable to call a General 
Annual Meeting at an earlier date because of the fire in De­
cember 1969, which destroyed the theatre auditorium.

The past two years were the first since the “Kadimah” 
moved to its new home at Gordon St., Elsternwick. They were 
difficult years. During that time three fires swept the premises 
of our Institution. The first fire in June 1969 was insignificant. 
It damaged partly the left wing of the theatre building. The 
damage wasn’t big and it didn’t disturb the activities of the 
* Kadimah’’. The damage done by the second fire in Decem­
ber 1969 was tremendous. It destroyed the theatre auidtorium 
completely and partially damaged the coffee-lounge, the 
foyer and the offices. Most upsetting was the third fire in 
September 1970 at the cottage in Selwyn Street, where the 
books of the “Kadimah” Library had been stored. Thousands 
of Yiddish, Hebrew and English books, which have been 
collected over a period of nearly sixty years, were destroyed. 
Many of the books are irreplaceable. The fire occurred at a 
time when preparations were being made to move the books 
next door to our theatre.

Also the archives of the YIVO (Melbourne branch) and 
a great number of books belonging to the YIVO were de­
stroyed by the fire.

There is a strong suspicion, especially as far as the last 
fire is concerned, that it was lit deliberately. Unfortunately, 
the police have not, as yet, discovered the culprits responsible 
for the fire.

Although the outgoing Committee was most upset by the 
fires, it has done everything possible to restore the damage. 
After the fire in December 1969, the outgoing Committee re­
stored the theatre-hall far better and more beautiful than it 
was before. Central heating and cooling have been installed 
and a new stage has been built, with modern lighting and 
accessories. Also new dressing rooms and a rehearsal hall 
were erected. The “Kadimah” has now a modern theatre 
where plays can be staged and films can be shown.
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After the fire destroyed the “Kadimah” Library a call 
was issued to all Jewish Institutions and individuals here and 
overseas, to send in Yiddish, Hebrew and English books to 
start a new library.

The response has been very good. Some individuals in 
Melbourne and in Sydney have donated books from their 
private libraries. The Bialystoker Centre in Melbourne gave 
the “Kadimah” its library, named after the late writer and 
cultural worker Pejsach Kaplan. The Folk Centre in Sydney 
collected books for the “Kadimah”.

A number of Jewish insitutions throughout the world 
rushed their help. The Jewish Labour Committee, the Jewish 
Workmen’s Circle, the World Congress for Jewish Culture 
in New York have sent many Yiddish and English books. 
Books were also send by the “YIVO” Yiddish Scientific In­
stitute and “YKUF” (Yiddishe Kultur) in New York and by 
the YIVO in Buenos Aires. The Jewish Library in Montreal 
and the Medem Library in Paris have promised to help. 
The Yiddish newspapers in Johannesburg and in Mexico 
have let us know they are sending some books. A number 
of individuals in the world responded to the call of the 

Kadimah ’ which was published in the Jewish Press over­
seas and have sent many books.

The general response to the appeal for books from local 
and overseas donors made it possible to build up the Library 
again. The building at 7 Gordon Street, Elsternwick (next to 
the “Kadimah” Theatre) has been renovated and equipped 
for a library. The incoming books have been taken in and 
classified accordingly. The Library is now open again.

There is still a big job ahead in taking in the books which 
are on the way, providing a proper catalogue and completing 
the Library with other necessary books. It is, of course, only 
the beginning of a new Library, but we hope that the new 
one will be better and more modern than the old one.

A special emphasis will be made on English books of 
Jewish interest to attract the youth and young Jewish men 
and women who are interested in Jewish problems, but can­
not obtain the necessary material.

Since the “Kadimah” moved to Elsternwick efforts have 
been made to get a permit to build a new “Kadimah” War 
Memorial Building in Selwyn Street, at the rear of the theatre.

A block of land next to the cottages in Selwyn Street was 
acquired for parking facility of 2 1 cars as requested by the 
Board of Works. Also a property next to the theatre in Gor-
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don Street was bought for future development. After long 
and tiresome efforts a permit to erect the building was given 
by all concerned, namely: the Board of Works, Caulfield City 
Council and the Health Department.

The outgoing Committee devoted a lot of time to plan­
ning the activities in the new building. It has been decided 
that the new building will be dedicated to Jewish art. The 
Jewish Art and Cultural Centre will include an art gallery 
(which will also be used as a lecture hall), an art studio, a 
library and club-rooms. The Centre will consist of autonom­
ous sections of painters and sculptors, musicians and ballet 
dancers, in addition to the already existing sections of Drama 
and Choir. These sections could arrange at the Kadimah 
Theatre annual art festivals, including dramatic, choral and 
musical productions as well as exhibitions of paintings and 
sculpture works.

By providing the necessary facilities and creating a stimu­
lating atmosphere the Centre would encourage our artists to 
new contributions to Jewish culture, continuing our tradition.

The Committee hopes to attract the youth to the Centre 
as art is free of political and age barriers. The common urge 
to create and appreciate, binds young and old and provides 
a common meeting ground for people of all shades of political 
opinions and backgrounds. The Committee hopes therefore, 
through the Centre, to bridge the generation gap and help 
to secure the survival of our community.

To get the necessary funds to build the new Centre, the 
“Kadimah” conducted an appeal in April 1970, but notwith­
standing the fact that the appeal was well organised and pub­
licised, it brought in only half of the expected forty thousand 
dollars. It had an active support of some individuals, as Mr. 
Leo Fink, President of the Appeal, and Mr. Aaron Mushin 
as its Patron. They have done their best to promote the ap­
peal and the Committee expresses its heartiest thanks and 
appreciation for their efforts.

Notwithstanding the difficulties, the outgoing Committee 
decided to start building as soon as possible.

The Committee took advantage of the existing facilities 
at the “Kadimah” and has arranged, during the period under 
review, thirty five film evenings. These functions proved to 
be very popular. Thus, a large section of our community was 
drawn to cultural functions through films. (See further the 
list of the “Kadimah” functions.)

The screenings of the films was only part of the activities 
in the period under review. The artists, Mr. Joseph Denker 
and Miss Devora Windier from Argentina were invited after
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the completion of their tour of South Africa. The artists gave 
seven concerts in Melbourne and two in Sydney.

Altogether, there were 73 functions in the period under 
review.

We would like to mention two functions connected with 
our youth — the symposium about the revolt of youth, ar­
ranged in 1969, and the discussion evening on “Jews and 
the New Left’’ arranged in 1970. The youth participated in 
both functions as speakers and recipients among the audi­
ence. This was the first contact of the “Kadimah” with the 
Jewish youth in recent years. At these functions the generation 
gap was discussed, as well as the perspectives of future co­
operation. The contact is still very weak and much work is 
needed to make it firmer, but it is the beginning of a work in 
one of the most important fields.

We would like to put on record the visit of Mr. P. Burstin 
of Israel in 1969. He was guest-speaker at the Warsaw Ghetto 
Revolt Anniversary Commemoration and was invited to lec­
ture at the “Kadimah’’. In 1970 the guest-speaker at the 
Commemoration was Mr. I. Gutman of Israel, one of the par­
ticipants in the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt. He was also invited 
to lecture at the “Kadimah”.

In 1969, a welcome evening was arranged for the guest 
artist David Tuszynski, who was here on a visit for the second 
time. (His previous one was In 1962.) At the evening an ap­
preciation of his creative work was given.

An important event in the period under review was the 
restoration of the “Hazomir” Choir as an autonomous section 
of the “Kadimah”. The rapid growth of the Choir’s member­
ship, its successful appearances at the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt 
Commemoration, the Independence Day Celebration, at the 
opening of the new Kadimah Theatre and at its yearly Con­
cert have shown that the choir has good prospects for future 
development (See futher for details).

At the initiative of the “Kadimah ”, a Committee was 
formed in 1969 to collect money for the H. Leivick House 
in Israel. Over two thousand dollars were sent to Israel for 
that purpose The outgoing Committee is glad that this 
amount, however small, was given by our community to build 
a home for the Yiddish writers in Israel. It is hoped that the 
Leivick-House will be instrumental in increasing the activities 
of Yiddish-lovers in Israel. At the opening ceremony of the 
House in Tel-Aviv, a member of the “Kadimah” Committee, 
Mr. S. Rychter, was present.

Our community suffered a great loss in the death of the 
writer Herz Bergner, in January, 1970. He gave, through
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his literary works, an artistic expression of Jewish life in Aus­
tralia. Our community lost in him not only a highly gifted 
man of letters, but also an ardent cultural worker, and the 
small group of Jewish writers—a good colleague. The “Kadi- 
mah” arranged an evening in his memory in March 1970.

Last year the “Kadimah” lost an ardent friend and 
one of its most faithful workers, Mr. Sam Podem. He was 
connected with the “Kadimah” and the David Herman 
Theatre for over forty years. He did much to strengthen these 
Institutions and to popularise them among the members of 
our community. An evening was also arranged in his memory 
in May 1970.

The past two years have been very difficult for the Soviet 
Jews. The vicious anti-Israel campaign, the discriminations 
against Jewish culture and religion have created for the Jews 
in Soviet Russia an unbearable situation, which lately became 
more acute because of the Leningrad trials. At these trials 
Jews were accused of attempting to hijack planes in order to 
leave the country, and were given severe punishments.

The “Kadimah” will never become tired in demanding 
that the Soviet Jews be given their full national and human 
rights. It will never become tired in demanding for them 
equality of rights with all other Rusian citizens as well as the 
right to leave the country if so desired.

In the last two years the exodus of Jews from Poland has 
continued. The remnants of Polish Jewry are leaving the 
country as a result of the anti-semitic policy of the Polish 
Government. Thus a rich and colourful chapter in Jewish 
history is coming to an end — the one thousand year-old 
chapter of Jewish life in Poland.

Unfortunately the last two years have not brought any 
solution to the Arab-Israeli relations. The Arabs, supported 
by Russia and by the whole Soviet block (except Roumania) 
are preparing for a new war against Israel. Therefore, the Jews 
in Israel and all over the world have to be on their guard. 
The Kadimah”, together with the Jewish community in Aus­
tralia is behind Israel, in her unbending will to defend the 
State from any attempt to destroy it. We hope that the time 
will come when the Arabs will comprehend that they have 
to recognise the State of Israel and a durable peace will be 
established between the Arab States and Israel. This will be 
a blessing for all concerned.

We are very concerned about the present state of Yiddish 
in the world. We are also mindful about the apathy of our
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community as far as Jewish cultural activities are concerned. 
The interest in Jewish culture has been falling tremendously 
in the last years. Even the Yiddish-speaking circles, which 
were the most active elements as far as Jewish culture is con­
cerned, have become tired and are giving in to the pressure 
of assimilation which has already gripped the majority of our 
community. Only a small minority is still bound strongly to 
Jewish secular values. Thanks to these zealots the Yiddish 
cultural work is still continuing in our community.

We are also concerned about our youth who should even­
tually take over the leadership of our community.

These are very serious problems which must be solved 
not only by our community but by Jews all over the world. 
These problems were discussed at the 3rd Conference of the 
World Congress for Jewish Culture in New York in 
December 1969. Mr. S. Burstin took part in the Conference 
on behalf of the “Kadimah” and of some other Jewish insti­
tutions in Melbourne, such as the Federation of the Lands- 
manshaften, the Yiddish Schools, the David Herman Theatre, 
the magazine “Der Landsman” and the “Bund” Organisation. 
He spoke at the Conference of the problems of our Commu­
nity, took part in the general debates and in some of its 
sub-committees.

Each community has to solve these problems for itself. 
We have to find our own way to our youth. This will not be 
an easy task. It demands great efforts. The incoming Com­
mittee should pay a lot of attention to it and to the part the 
“Kadimah” should play in solving this problem by taking 
into consideration our new theatre facilities, and especially 
the perspectives of the new Arts and Cultural Centre to be 
built shortly.

During the time under review 2 1 meetings of the Com­
mittee took place, with the following attendances: Messrs. S.

The Committee desires to record its appreciation to the 

Secretary of the “Kadimah”, Mr. L. Freedman, for his devo­
tion to our Instiution and co-operation in all matters affect­
ing the activities of the Kadimah. The Committee expresses 
its satisfaction with the work of the Librarian, Mr. J. Kessler.

Membership Fluctuation
At the last Annual Meeting the “Kadimah” comprised of 

1,370 members. During the years under review 7 members 
left Melbourne; 2 7 died; 5 became new members. Our mem­
bership at present stays at 1.341.

Cultural Activities
47 functions were held since March 1969 (after the last 

General Meeting) till the end of that year. Half of these func­
tions were film nights at which Yiddish, Israeli and other films 
were shown.

Three lectures were held — a lecture by Mr. J. Kahan 
on the Yiddish writer Joseph Opatoshu, in connection with 
the 15th anniversary of his death; a lecture by Mr. M. Ajzen- 
bud on Leib Rochman’s book “AVith Blind Steps Around the 
World ; and a lecture by Mr. P. Burstin on “Israel After the 
Six-Day War”.
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A symposium on the revolt of the youth was held, with 
speakers from the older and younger generations, and a dis­
cussion on two films: “Good-bye Columbus’’ and “The 
Fixer’’.

An evening to mark the 60th anniversary of the Tsher- 
nowitzer Conference and a Manger evening to the Shloshim 
of the poet were arranged.

In 1969, seven concerts by the guest-artists Mr. Jacob 
Denker and Miss Devora Windier took place and a welcome 
evening was arranged for the guest-artist Mr. David Tuszyn- 
ski, and Mrs. Tuszynski.

As in previous years, a Commemoration Evening to mark 
the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt Anniversary was arranged in 1 969 
at the Melbourne Town Hall, together with the Board of 
Deputies and other Jewish organisations and institutions.

In 1970 the “Kadimah” was not able to arrange as many 
functions as in the previous year, because of the fire in De­
cember 1 969. Nevertheless, 26 functions were held, some of 
them in the premises of other institutions.

A Purim evening took place at Bet-Habonim. Two Mem­
orial evenings were arranged at the J. Waislitz Hall of the 
Sholem-Aleichem School: one to the memory of the late 
Herz Bergner (together with other organisations), and the 
other one to the memory of the late Sam Podem, arranged 
together with the David Herman Theatre. A lecture by Mr. I. 
Gutman of Israel on “How has the youth in Israel been affect­
ed by the Six-day War’’ was also arranged at Beth-Habonim.

At the “Kadimah’’ premises the report by Mr. S. Burstin 
on the 3rd Conference of the World Congress for Jewish Cul­
ture took place.

After the rebuilding of the theatre hall, the opening of 
the new “Kadimah” Theatre took place; a lecture by Mr. I. 
Kahan on the writer and educator A. Golomb, in connection 
with his 80th birthday (aranged together with the Yiddish 
Schools), a discussion evening on “The Jews and the New 
Left”, and an evening “Around the World’’ at which Messrs. 
S. Burstin, J. Sher and B. Wiener told of their travel impres­
sions. Eleven film nights took place in that year.

The “Hazomir” Choir held its yearly concert in the 
“Kadimah” with the participation of the pianist Alan Kogo- 
sowski and cellist Annette Martin.

Several drawing-room meetings were held towards the 
building of the new Jewish Arts and Culture Centre.

Also in that year, a Commemoration Evening was ar­
ranged in the Melbourne Town Hall to mark the Anniversary 
of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt, aranged together with the
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Board of Deputies and other Jewish instituions and organisa­
tions.

Thanks
The Committee wishes to express its thanks and apprecia­

tion to Mr. J. Okno, LL.B., Hon. Solicitor, for his voluntary 
services rendered to our Instiution during the last two years', 
the “Australian Jewish News’’ and “Yiddishe Neies’’ for the 
space allocated for the notices and reports of the “Kadimah”;

REPORT OF THE “HAZOMIR” CHOIR
Since the Choir ceased its activities five years ago due to 

organisational and financial difficulties, some of its members 
worked unceasingly to restore its activities. They could not 
accept the fact that there would no longer be any more 
collective singing of Yiddish and Hebrew songs.

To aid these members who sought to restore the Choir, the 
“Kadimah’’ came with a promise of a substantial yearly sub­
sidy and organisational help. No conditions have been at­
tached for this help. After the restoration, the Choir became 
an independent section of the “Kadimah’’ and has been gov­
erned since by a Committee elected by the members of the 
Choir.

The first meeting of the restored Choir took place at the 
“Kadimah ” on 24th June, 1969, and the first rehearsal was 
arranged on Tuesday, Sth July, 1969. Since then, every 
Tuesday, a rehearsal has been taking place at the Communal 
Hall of the Toorak Synagogue. We are taking this opportunity 
to thank the Management of the Synagogue for allowing us 
to hold rehearsals in their premises, and its Secretary, Mr. 
Henry Freedman, for the wholehearted assistance given to us 
at all times.

As conductor, the Choir has invited Mr. B. Kaluszyner, 
a graduate of the Conservatorium in Lodz, Poland. The rela­
tionship between the Choir members and the conductor is 
of mutual respect and friendliness.

As a piano-accompanist was engaged Miss Miriam Roch- 
lin. She is doing her best to make the work of the Choir as 
harmonious as possible.

Due to all these factors the Choir was able, in a very 
short time, to prepare for its appearances at the Warsaw 
Ghetto Commemoration Evening in April 1970, at the Inde­
pendence Day Celebration in May 1970, as well as at the 
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opening of the “Kadimah” in August 1970. All these appear­
ances were very successful.

The yearly concert, which was arranged in November 
1970, was a very daring venture. In a very short time the 
Choir managed to present almost a new programme of Yid­
dish and Hebrew songs. This was possible thanks to the high 
degree of responsibility and discipline which the Choir mem­
bers have displayed during the preparations for the concert. 
The Choir and its conductor tried very hard to get the best 
results, and this has culminated in a high artistic and theme- 
varied evening.

We would like to take this opportunity to thank Alan 
fCogosowski for his excellent piano recital at the Concert, and 
Annette Martin for her wonderful ’cello playing. They both 
have contributed a lot to make the evening a great success.

The Choir is also conducting social activities among its 
members. It has arranged two gatherings for its members and 
their families and invited guests. At these gatherings enter­
tainment was provided; the soloists of the Choir sang, and 
piano recitals were given. Both gatherings were very success­
ful.

The Choir is already planning its appearances at the 
Warsaw Ghetto Commemoration and the Independence Day 
Celebration in 1971, as well as for a celebration to mark the 
25th anniversary of the existence of the Choir.

Although the number of Choir members is quite large, 
it invites new members from the younger and older genera­
tions to join. Everybody who desires to sing and feels that he 
(or she) can be of some assistance to the Choir, is invited to 
the rehearsals on Tuesday evening at the Communal Hall in 
Toorak Synagogue.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE

The transfer of the “Kadimah” to Elsternwick and the 
fire in the theatre building did not allow the Theatre Group 
to carry on its activities in the last two seasons. In August, 
1970, after the dressing rooms and the new stage were built, 
the play “One Day in Her Life” by A. Fisher, was staged. 
The modern stage, the excellent lighting equipment and the 
convenient dressing rooms helped a lot to make the play, 
produced by Rachael Holzer, a great success. It was staged 
in Melbourne seven times and once in Sydney.



The Theatre Group took part in many “Kadimah” func­
tions, such as the Opatoshu evening, Purim celebration, etc. 
Concerts were given by the Group at the Montefiore Homes, 
Shatlem and B’nai Brith.

Several social gatherings of the Group took place.
The Group hopes to carry on intensive activities in 1971 

season. A play is being prepared under the direction of Mr. 
M. Potaszynski. The Group also intends to put on a review 
performance, written by A. Shulman. There is a plan to 
create a new group of young players.
