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62nd ANNUAL REPORT
Dear Members,

We have much pleasure in presenting the 62nd Annual 
Report and Balance Sheet of the Jewish Cultural Centre and 
National Library “Kadimah”.

1973 was the first full year that the “Kadimah” used its 
building at 7 Selwyn St., Elsternwick- The new building has 
given the opportunity to broaden the range of activities of 
our institution and also to improve the activities which we 
have carried out in the past.

The new building allowed to introduce Yiddish courses 
at the “Kadimah”. More than twenty people have attended 
classes for over 6 months. Two groups were organized: one 
advanced, the other for beginners. Yiddish has been taught 
by two ,experienced teachers, Danielle Gryfenberg-Charak 
and Helen Coles-Dafner- The classes reconvened after the 
summer break.

Facilities in the new building have made it possible to 
hold a successful exhibition of paintings by the artist Gedalah 
Shaiak. A second exhibition of paintings was held in Febru­
ary of this year- The Committee hopes that in the future there 
will be many exhibitions in the new Leo Fink Hall so fulfilling 
one of the aims of a Jewish Arts and Culture Centre in Mel­
bourne.

It has been possible to arrange many cultural evenings 
on a smaller scale and in pleasant and comfortable surround­
ings, such as individual and collective lectures, commemora­
tion evenings, banquets, dances and social evenings, etc. The 
aim oif these has been not only to broaden the activities of 
the “Kadimah -, but also to concentrate the cultural activities 
of our community within the walls of the “Kadimah”.

The new “Kadimah” building was used by a large num­
ber of organizations and institutions for a variety of functions. 
Among these was the conference of the Union of Australian 
Jewish Students and also some meetings of the Victorian 
Jewish Board of Deputies.

The halls of the new “Kadimah” building were also used 
by many private individuals for weddings, engagements, bar- 
mitzvahs, etc. And so, within the walls of the “Kadimah”, 
members of the Jewish community have found a place where 
their joys and sorrows can be expressed. This has always been
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one of the aims of our institution since it was founded sixty- 
two years ago.

The new “Kadimah’- building has provided room for the 
activities of several groups such as the Judaean Players and 
of the Youth Drama Group at the “Kadimah”, which pre­
sented the very successful play “In Two Weeks at the Kin- 
nereth’’, and who are now rehearsing a production of Arthur 
Miller’s “The Price’’ which has been specially translated into 
Yiddish. This is the same group which, several years ago, 
presented with great success Itsik Manger’s “Megilleh’’ direct­
ed by Fay Mokotow.

Efforts have also been made to establish other youth 
activities at the “Kadimah” in the fields of music, song, art, 
etc. The Committee hopes that in time these efforts will come 
to fruition.

The new building has also seen the establishment of a 
chess club at the “Kadimah”.

The building should also have provided a meeting place 
for the various landsmanshaftn in Melbourne. With this in 
mind, arrangements were made for the activities of the lands- 
manshaftn in the building. Unfortunately, very few of the 
landsmanshaftn used the facilities in the past year. It is hoped 
that they will use the building more often in the coming year-

In the past year the “Kadimah” arranged more than 50 
functions. With the activities of the David Herman Theatre 
Group there were over 70 functions. There was at least one 
function every week and on some occasions two. There are 
some friends who believe that by organizing two functions on 
the same evening the “Kadimah” is competing with itself for 
attendance and so both functions suffer. However, the Com­
mittee has noted that our community is made up of different 
elements and functions that appeal to some, will not appeal 
to others. By organizing two functions in one evening, e.g., a 
film in the theatre and a lecture in the new building, the 

Kadimah caters for a broader spectrum of our community.
The cultural activities of the “Kadimah” in the past year 

included lectures, commemoraton evenings, evenings to mark 
the publication of new books in Melbourne, “Sunday-Nights”, 
film evenings, recitals, etc.

The lectures by the visiting speaker from Mexico, Toivie 
Maizel should be noted here especially. In his lectures he
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spoke on the most important Jewish problems of our times. 
His mastery of ancient Jewish religious literature and also of 
the modern Jewish literature, his expert knowledge of Jewish 
demography and in Jewish folklore, together with his pheno­
menal memory and simple manner in dealing with complex 
problems, made a strong impression on his audiences. His 
lectures, which were held on Sundays and mid-week, attracted 
large crowds-

We should also mention here the visit to Melbourne of 
Faivl Zigelboim of Israel, who came to Australia to receive 
the Waislitz-Cymerman prize for his book “The Uhamas”. He 
gave several lectures at the “Kadimah” and took part in the 
Evening for Jewish Culture.

At the invitation of the David Herman Theatre Group 
and the “Kadimah” two artists from the “Habimah” theatre 
in Israel, Zvi Stolper and Leah Kenig visited Melbourne- They 
performed two revues and together with the David Herman 
Group performed the play “Genesis”. Their performances, 
were of a high artistic standard, and stimulated the interest in 
Yiddish theatre in Melbourne.

It should also be mentioned here that the successiful pro­
duction “In Two Weeks at the Kinnereth” performed by the 
Youth Theatre group, was directed by the guest artist Zvi 
Stolper.

The Yom Kippur War stopped activities of the “Kadi­
mah” for some time. During October and for the first half of 
November cultural activities in our community were suspend­
ed so that all efforts could be concentrated on raising funds 
for the fighting Israel.

The “Kadimah” cancelled its function — the celebration 
of 25 years of the State O)f Israel — which was to have taken 
place on the 21st October, 1973, and which had been in pre­
paration for some time. All members of the “Kadimah” were 
urged to contribute generously to the Israel Emergency Appeal 
and the “Kadimah” itself gave $1,000. Also the David Her­
man Theatre Group gave $1,000, and the Youth Theatre at 
the “Kadimah” gave $250 which w'ere the profits of one per­
formance of the play “In Two Weeks at the Kinnereth” held 
in November of last year.

In the second half of November, when the war situation 
had eased, the Kadimah” started its cultural work again, be-
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lieving that it is in the best interst of our community as well 
as of Israel, that our cultural life should continue. Spiritually 
strong Jewish communities in the world will help Israel in time 
of need. Therefore, in helping the State of Israel, we should 
not weaken ourselves spiritually.

The “Kadimah” library continued to grow last year. A 
number of new Yiddish and English books were purchased 
including the recently published “Encyclopaedia Judaica”. 
The number of borrowers is about 1 00, 80 of these are re­
gulars- During the year 2,231 books were borrowed, of which 
2,105 were in Yiddish, 74 in English and 52 in Hebrew.

The library also has a reading-room where the latest over­
seas newspapers and magazines in Yiddish, English and He­
brew can be found.

The David Herman Theatre staged successfully last year 
the play “Family Cahane” as a contribution to Israel’s 25th 
Anniversary-

The “Hazomir ” Choir has prepared a record of their 
songs for release. Unfortunately the Yom Kippur War inter­
rupted plans for the Choir’s annual concert. The untimely 
death of the Choir’s conductor, Boruch Kaluszyner, has fur­
ther dealt a severe blow to the Choir.

In the past year work on the Fourth Australian Jewish 
Almanac has continued. The second issue of the “Kadimah” 
News was printed. This was a much richer and fuller issue, 
containing news of “Kadimah” activities; it also reported on 
events in Jewish cultural life overseas, and had several articles 
of a local and general character.

In January of this year we suffered the tragic loss of one 

Off our most active workers in the field of music and ’song, 
Boruch Kaluszyner. Boruch Kaluszyner had been involved in 
the work of the Kadimah ’ for many years as arranger of 
musical programmes for many functions and as conductor of 
the “Hazomir” Choir. He was also a conductor of the choirs 
at the Yiddish schools in Melbourne.

His death has left a huge gap in that area which will be 
very difficult to fill.

On the 3rd February of this year a Shloishim evening 
was held to honour the memory of Boruch Kaluszyner. His
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many friends and representatives of organizations attended to 
pay their respects to the memory cxf the man who has done so 
much for the musical culture of our community.

rhe “Kadimah” welcomes the initiative of the Commit­
tee for Yiddish Culture in Israel to publish in Yiddish the 
works of the Jewisii writers who arrived from Soviet Russia 
in the recent aliya, as well as publish the magazines “Folk un 
Medine’’ and “In Sich”. We also welcome the initiative to 
establish a “Book Club” of Yiddish books subscribers.

The “Kadimah” is of the opinion, that this initiative 
should be widened by the local committees to include the 
revival of publication of Yiddish books wherever possible; 
help for the local Yiddish press; introduction of Yiddish in 
all Jewish schools; revival of Yiddish in the cultural and social 
activities of the Jewish communities, as well as to influence 
the governing Jewish bodies to change their negative attitude 
to Yiddish and, in general, to raise the status of Yiddish in all 
Jewish communties of the western world.

“The “Kadimah” welcomes the separation of military 
forces at the Suez Canal and hopes that the separation of the 
Egyptian and Israeli armies is a positive start to the further 
conferences in Geneva which can eventually lead to a com­
plete peace in the Middle East and, hopefully, to peaceful co­
operation of all countries in the area.

During 1973, and despite the Middle East conflict, the 
aliya of Jews to Israel has continued- The “Kadimah” wel­
comes the release from Russia of those Jews who desire to 
leave that country. At the same time, the “Kadimah” de­
mands the release from prison of those Soviet Jews, who have 
found themselves interned there, only because of their desire 
to leave Russia and settle in Israel.

The “Kadimah” also demands that the Soviet authorities 
cease the persecution of those Jews who have made applica­
tions to emigrate-

As in the past, the “Kadimah” demands the full recogni­
tion of all national, cultural, and religious rights for Soviet 
Jews so that they will be able to live fully as Jews, This does
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not exclude the right to leave the country for those Jews who 
so desire.

The "Kadimah” welcomes the introduction of Yiddish, 
Hebrew, Yiddish literature and Jewish history as part of a 
diploma course at the Prahran College of Advanced Educa­
tion this year. In the difficult situation in which Yiddish finds 
itself in the present day, this is seen as a positive ray of hope 
for the future of our language.

Mr. W. Jablonski was elected as Chairman of the Library 
Sub-Committee.

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Membership Fluctuation
At the last Annual Meeting the “Kadimah” comprised 

1,306 members. During the year under review, 6 members 
left Melbourne, 8 died, and 22 new members joined the insti­
tution. Our membership at present stands at 1,314 Many 
members have as yet not paid their 19 73 membership fee- 
The “Kadimah” does not employ a collector and the subscrip­
tion is collected by sending out statements. The Committee 
urges the members to send their membership fees to the 
“Kadimah” office.

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES
During 1973 over 50 “Kadimah” functions were held. 

There were 1 3 lectures, seven of which were given by Mr. 
Toivie Maizel from Mexico- He spoke on the following topics: 
“Jews in Mexico”; “The Specific Way of the Jewish People 
in the World History”; “The Demographic Explosion in the 
World”; “Land and Nation”; “Jews in the World”; “Educa­
tion and Culture”; “Jewish Folklore”.

Faivl Zigelboim of Israel spoke on the topic “World 
Themes in Manger’s Ballads”. His second lecture was on the 
topic of his book “The Uhamas” and was given at the evening 
held to welcome him to Melbourne.

Mr. I. Kahn held two lectures; one on the work of the 
poet H. Leivik to mark the 1 0th anniversary since the poet’s 
death; the second about Alter Katsizne to mark the appear­
ance of two volumes of the author’s works recently published 
by his daugher Shulamith Katsizne-Reale.

A lecture in English was given by Prof. B. Mond on the 
topic “Jewish Survival in the Diaspora”. A lecture in English 
was also given by Rabbi Dr. N- Lamm of New York.

Faivl Zigelboim also gave a recital called “Yiddish, Pda- 
giddish, Chassidish”.

Two evenings were held to mark the publication of new 
books in Melbourne: Ben Zion Patkin’s book “Heritage and 
Tradition” in English, and Moishe Ajzenbud’s book in Yiddish 
“Youth)ful Wanderings”.

Two “Sunday-Night” functions were held. These are new 
cultural evenings, initiated by the cultural sub-committee at 
the “Kadmah”. During the first part of the evening short talks 
are given on current affairs. The second part of the evening 
is devoted to a particular Jewish writer. After a short bio-
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graphy and resume of his work is given, an artistic programme 
follows, based on the works of the particular writer. The first 
of these “Sunday-Nights” was held to celebrate the 100th 
anniversary since the birth of the Jewish poet Yehoiash, the 
second to mark the 1 00th years since the birth of the poet 
Ch. N. Bialik.

Together with the Committee for Jewish Culture and the 
Culture Federation of Australia, the “Kadimah” organized an 
evening for Jewish culture with the participation of the Consul 
General of Israel in Australia, Mr. David Marmor, and the 
guest from Israel, Mr. Faivl Zigelboim.

An evening to celebrate the 70th birthday of the com­
munal personality and the “Kadimah” President, Mr. Sender 
Burstin, was organized together with the Yiddish schools, the 
Jewish Welfare and Relief Society and the “Bund”.

Another evening was organized together with the Yiddish 
schools to celebrate the 70th birthday of the poet and active 
member of the Sholom Aleichem School and the “Kadimah” 
Committees, Mr- I. M. Lewin.

A Meilach Ravitch evening was held to celebrate the 
80th birthday of that writer.

As in previous years, a Commemoration Evening was 
arranged in the Dallas Brooks Hall to mark the 30th Anni­
versary of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt- This evening was ar­
ranged together with the Vic. Jewish Board otf Deputies, State 
Zionist Council, the landsmanshaftn and other Jewish institu­
tions and organizations.

An art exhibition of the works of Gedaliah Shaiak was 
held in the new building.

There was a large number of film nights during the year 
at which Yiddish and Israeli films were shown.

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REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE
19 73 was a successful year as far as the activities of the 

David Herman Theatre are concerned. The theatre season 
began with tre staging of the play “The Family Cahane’’ by 
M. Steinarb and D. Hart, produced by Shia Tigel. The play 
portrays the heroic struggle of the Eretz Israel Yishuv for its 
national identity before the establishment of the State of 
Israel. It was staged to mark the 25 th Anniversary of Israel. 
A substantial part of the theatre collective took part in the 
play. To he success of the play contributed a lot the actress 
Rachel Holzer, who played the main part.

“Family Cahane” was staged nine times in Melbourne 
(once in the afternoon for students and youth) and onc^ m 
Sydney.

The visit of the two invited Habimah-artists, Lea kenig 
and her husband, the producer Zvi Stolper, gave a boost to 
the Yiddish theatre in Melbourne. The guest-artists gtve two 
revue-style programmes and staged the play “Genesi.'’ by A. 
Magid, with the participation of the members of ou' theatre. 
The modern and experimental production of the pla/ brought 
something new into the Yiddish theatre to the delght of our 
patrons.

“Genesis” was staged six times in Melbourre and once 
in Sydney-

The Yom Kipur War made it impossible to arrange a 
number of cultural functions which our theatre planned to­
gether with the Israeli guest-artists.

Zvi Stolper produced with the Youth Theatre at the 
“Kadimah” the modern Israeli play “In Two Weeks at the 
Kinnereth”- The play was successful but, because of the Yom 
Kippur War, was staged only twice.

The David H erman Theatre welcomed the actor and 
writer Faivl Zigelboym of Israel, who gave one recital and 
several lectures at the “Kadimah”.

Members of the theatre group took part in several func­
tions arranged by the “Kadimah” and other institutions.

It is 65 years now since Yiddish theatre was for the first 
time introduced to the Jewish community in Melbourne. The 
David Herman Theatre plans a number of functions to com­
memorate this event, among others a theatre-exhibition, a 
Jubilee ball, concerts and theatre productions. In connection



with it some artists in Israel and U.S.A, were approached to 
take part in these functions.

The tragic death of B, Kaluszyner, who helped a lot our 
theatre as far as musical arrangements are concerned, will 
force us to amend some of the anticipated functions.

A number of meetings and gatherings of the members of 
the theatre group took place during the last year. The pre­
sent Committee ojf the theatre group consists of: Mesdames T.

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REPORT OF THE “HAZOMIR” CHOIR

In 19 73 the Choir, under the musical direction of the late 
Boruch Kaluszyner and with the partic^ation of the piano­
accompanist Miss Miriam Rochlin, continued to progress. The 
Choir performed at the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt Commemora­
tion at Dallas Brooks Hall and took part in the Evening of 
Jewish Culture at the “Kadimah” Theatre.

The Choir devoted a lot of time to make a record of the 
songs it is singing. The record was made to mark the 25 th 
Anniversary of the Choir.

The Yom Kippur War made it impossible to arrange the 
Annual Concert which was due last November. The partici­
pation of the Choir in the special “Kadimah” function “25 
Years o f th e State of Israel’’’’, which was due last October, 
was nullified because of the war.

A great setback for the Choir was the sudden death of 
its conductor Boruch Kaluszyner. The members of the Choir 
will always remember him with great affection and admira­
tion. The Choir is determined to go on with its activities and 
will do its utmost to find another suitable conductor.

We would like to thank the “Kadimah” for the financial 
and organisational help it has given to us, and the Melbourne 
Hebrew Congregation for the use of their premises for re-
