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63rd ANNUAL REPORT

Dear Members,
The “Kadimah” being an intrinsic part of the Jewish 

Community was moved and affected by the situation in the 
Middle East, where as yet, no peace is forthcoming. Con­
tinued guerilla activity by the P.L.O. as well as the acknow­
ledgement they received by the United Nations, and the 
recent attempt to visit Australia by a P.L.O. delegation has 
evoked reactions from the commiunity.

The Middle East was therefore a topic for discussion 
and Symposiums at the Kadimah”. The Symposium speak­
ers were: Guest speaker from Israel Mr. I. Stolarski, the 
Israeli envoy Mr. R. Kornblum, then the Director of the 
Victorian Jewish Board of Deputies Mr. S. Lipski, Mr. R. 
Havin, Mr. B. Wiener, Dr Verstendik, and Mr. N. Rothfield 

Kadimah” representatives on the Board of Deputies parti­
cipated in such discussions on various occasions.

The “Kadimah” donated $1250.00 to the Israel Emfer- 
gency Appeal.

THE COMMITTEE
The committee has undergone many changes. The long­

standing and dedicated President Mr. S. Burstin declined 
that position in 19 74. He continues however, to lend his ex­
perience and knowledge as a committee member. The com­
mittee adopted the resolution praising Mr. S. Burstin for his 
devotion and untiring effort in making the “Kadimah” a 
better and rriore viable institution in our community.

The former Vice President, Mr. S. Goldstein, was 
unanimously elected President. '

The position of the secretariat has greatly changed. Mr. 
L. Freedman who was secretary for over 20 years, left vac­
ant the position. The Executive and Committee acknow­
ledged the great work and dedication of Mr. L. Freedman 
for the “Kadimah”. The post was temporarily filled by 
Executive Members Messrs. J. Sher, P. Ringelblum, and J. 
Orbach. Since October 1974 Mrs. Freda Wilenski has as­
sumed the position.

The Cominiittee believes that in the last year it has pro­
moted and popularised the ideals and programs of the 
“Kadimah".
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Its promotion of “Marne Loshn*’ and Yiddish culture is 
evidenced by several lectures and symposiums on a wide 
variety of Yiddish and Socio-Communal topics. “Familye 
Oventen’’ or evenings of a social nature enriched by Yiddish 
song, music, poetry and humour; there were evenings de­
dicated to important personages and events in Yiddish cul­
tural and literary life; Yiddish theatre. Recitals and Films.

CULTURAL PROGRAM

In general the cultural year had some 70 activities. 
Lectures and discussions were given six: by Mr. I. Kahan— 
two; by iMr. S. Lipski, Mr. McMaster, Mr. I. Stolarski, Mr. 
I. Kersh. There were 1 0 occasions when there were sympos­
iums with several speakers present, one of which deserves 
special mention: In conjunction with International Women’s 
Year an evening entitled “Women have their say”, was most 
successful. Organised Literary Evenings with the participa­
tion of artists, singers, recitation were conducted — one to 
be remembered was the welcome given the Israeli writer 
Mr. J. Papiernikow.

In March 1975 an evening weis organised to which the 
new immigrants from the USSR were invited. The evening 
was a success in termfe of attendance and content.

Another symposium of significance was with relation 
to the VJBD and the role it should play with regard to Jewish 
cultural life. The speakers were: Messrs. I. Leibler, S. Burs­
tin, B. Wiener and A. Roth.

YOUTH

A special effort was made this year to attract youth ge­
nerally as well as the Yiddish speaking youth. In this the 
“Kadimah’’ has been reasonably successful.

Younger people were present at many symposiums, lent 
their artistry to various literary programs. They also have 
representation in the “Kadimah” Committee.

The Melbourne Yiddish Youth Troupe was formed du­
ring 1974. This group attracted the Yiddish speaking youth. 
Two plays were performled (Dtetails in the separate report).
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YIDDISH COURSES AT PRAHRAN TECHNICAL 
SCHOOL

The “Kadimah’’ was a significant contributor to the 
planning of Yiddish courses. The “Kadimah” provided 
$900 to aid in the establishment of the courses, as well as 
the use of its premises. Fifty students of varying age parti­
cipated in History, Literature, and Yiddish lectures (see let­
ter from Prahran College for Higher Education).

The “Kadimah” acknowledges the above conference as 

being able to achieve positive results within its scheme. Ex­
pressed was the need for Yiddish to become a subject to be 
taught in Israeli schools. This would yield a rebirth and re­
vitalise Yiddish in Jewish communities throughout the world.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

The “Kadimah” was host to many meetings and dis­
cussions of various Jewish organisations, institutions and the 
Landsmanshaftn.

The David Herman Theatre collaborated with the gifted 
actress Dina Halperin, Sonia Lizaron and A. Braizblat.

The Chess Club meets twice a week. There are night 
classes of Yiddish for adults. The Hazomir Choir continued 
its work despite the tragic loss of conductor B. Kalushiner.

The “Kadimah News” (issue 3) was published which 
contained a comprehensive report on the many branches of 
the Kadimah’s activities.

THE LIBRARY

The library has acquired new books in Yiddish, English 
and Hebrew, subscribes to many journals and newspapers 
from the world. Plans were made to modernise the library to 
facilitate use of its resources by youth and Jewish students. 
As a propaganda measure for the library, a sale of Yiddish 
books was organised.

All Yiddish institutions are proud that the Yiddish Day 
School has become a reality, a living fact of our Jewish com­
munity. We acclaim and congratulate the many parties which 
helped initiate, plan and worked in its establishment.

SUMMARY

The “Kadimah” has concluded a year of hard work both 
in organisation of its activities as well as meeting its financial 
responsibilities, made rrx.ore difficult by an increased budget.

It is quite obvious, however, that the “Kadimah” con­
tinued to be a vital institution in the social and cultural life 
of the Jewish community in Melbourne.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE GROUP

The 1974 theatre season commenced with the visit of 
popular folk-singer Sonia Lisaron from New York. Miss 
Lisaron successfully presented three concerts in Melbourne, 
one in Sydney, and also took part in the Warsaw Ghetto 
Commerrtloration.

Actor-director Abraham Braizblatt, who left Australia 
to settle in Israel some years ago, and on his extended visit to 
Melbourne, gave a number of concerts. One of these was pre­
sented in conjunction with the David Herman Theatre Group 
and the Committee for Yiddish Culture in Israel.

The most significant and important event of the season 
was the visit of the world-renowned artist Dinah Halpern. 
Miss Halpern’s visit to Australia was arrans'ed by the 
“Kadimah” and the David Herman Theatre Group. Miss
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Halpern gave a numjber of concerts centering around the 
works of other well known performers, as well as those of 
modern-day writers.

Together with the David Herman Theatre Group and 
the Melbourne Yiddish Youth Troupe, Miss Halpern success­
fully staged the popular musical “The Enchantress”. Miss 
Halpern directed the play and also took the featured role. A 
special matinee performance was staged for young people.

Throughout the year, many members of the Group took 
part in various activities organised by the “Kadimah”, and 
also by other institutions in Mielbourne.

Currently, the Group is preparing to stage Sholem Alei- 
chem’s classic “It’s Not Easy To Be a Jew”, under the direc­
tion of Miss Rachel Holcer.

At the same time, contact has been made with various 
artists and directors, both in Israel and elsewhere, in readi­
ness for the latter part of the current theatre season.

REPORT OF THE MELBOURNE YIDDISH YOUTH
TROUPE

In 1974 the Melbourne Yiddish Youth Troupe completed 
its first full year of activity. Members of the group took part 
in three productions during the year.

The first of these was a production of Arthur Miller’s 
“The Price” translated into the Yiddish by Dobke Apelowicz. 
The play was directed by Fay Mokotow and was performed 
three times in the “Kadimah’’ Theatre.

After “The Price ”, the M.Y.Y.T. worked in a collective 
effort with the David Herman Theatre Group and the visiting 
Yiddish-American actress Dinah Halperin, in Itzik Manger’s 
adaptation of Goldfaden’s “The Enchantress ”.

The final production for 1974 was Sholem Aleichem’s 
“200,000” or The Grand Prize ”. Directed by Fay Mokotow, 
the play involved a large number of people in acting, music, 
set design and construction, costumes, administration and 
publicity. There were four performances of the play.

The M.Y.Y.T. is a group of about 30 permanent mem­
bers with ages varying from the late teens to late twenties, 
but despite the name, places no barriers on age levels. New 
recruits are ntost welcome and the only criteria for qualifying 
is a genuine interest for Yiddish theatre or theatre in general.
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The M.Y.Y.T. meets to confer monthly and has an exe­
cutive committee to handle administrative matters. Major 
decisions are made on a co-operative basis,

REPORT OF THIE “HAZOMIR” CHOIR

The Choir commenced its activities in 1 974 in a subdued 
mood becausei oif the tragic and untimely death of its con­
ductor, the late B. Kaluszyner.

The Annual Concert, scheduled for November, had to 
be postponed because of the outbreak and aftermath of the 
Yom-Kippur war.

These two events had a tremendous effect on the activi­
ties of the choir, and there was even a danger that the choir 
would disband. Thanks to the initiative and patience of the 
President, Mr. C. Goldberg, the choir resumed under the new 
leadership of Mr. B. Segaloff. Weekly rehearsals resumed and 
after only a short time, the choir, under its new conductor, 
was able to take part in the Warsaw Ghetto Comm,emoration.

Hard work and lengthy preparations then commenced 
in order to present the annual concert, which was successfully 
staged at the “Kadimah’’ on 10th November, 1974. Also 
featured were special guest artists Sylvia Portek, Rachel 
Podemski, Danny Kleiman, and violinist M. Goldstein.

Conductor B. Segaloff and the choir’s soloists also took 
part in a number of functions, both at the “Kadimah”, and 
elswhere, throughout the year under review.

In 1974 the choir released an LP recording, comprising 
1 4 Yiddish and Hebrew songs. This weis a great achievement 
and triumph, thanks largely to the devoted efforts and hard 
work of the late Mr. Kaluszyner and also the President Mr. 
C, Goldberg. The recording has been a great success and 
miany copies have been sold.

A number oif choir members have formed a group whose 
object is to suitably perpetuate the memory of the late Mr. 
Kaluszyner.

REPORT OF THE CHESS CLUB

The “Kadimah” Chess Club was formed in early 1974. 
Mr. M, Topial, together with a num^ber of enthusiasts,
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founded a group of 25 chess players who now play twice 
weekly.

The club is regularly attended by its members, and plans 
are under way to widen the scope of its activities and to take 
part in inter-club tournaments. This year, it is hoped that 
the club will affiliate with the Australian Chess Federation, 
and hopes to participate in the Australian Chess Champion­
ships.

New members can join the club for an annual subscrip­
tion O(f only $5. Conditions are excellent, as the premises 
are heated and have all modern facilties.

The President, Mr. M. Topial, extends his appreciation 
to the "Kadimah” Committee for providing the facilities to 
the club, and also thanks its executive for the excellent work.

MEMBERSHIP FLUCTUATION

At the last Annual Meeting the "Kadimah compirised 
1,314 members. During the year under review, 5 members 
left Australia, 2 died, and 1 0 new members joined the Insti­
tution. Our membership at present stands at 1,317. Many 
mem,bers have sent their membership fee, but the Committee 
urges members to send in a fee if they have not as yet paid 
for their subscription, to the "Kadimah’’ office, 7 Selwyn 
Street, Elsternwick.
