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56th Annual Report

Dear Members,

We have pleasure in presenting the 56th Annual Report and
Balance Sheet for the year 1967.

The main event in Jewish life in the year under review was the
Six-Day War which the Arabs forced on Israel. Our Community,
as all other Jewish communities the world over, was very much
perturbed by that event and had a very anxious time during the
months of June, July. During that time all activities of the Com-
munity were directed towards mobilising moral and financial help
for Israel.

The Kadimah, too, suspended all activities and took part in the
vital campaign. It issued a call to its members and to the Community
in general to give the maximum support to the Emergency Campaign.
The Kadimah took and active part in the Campaign with all other
institutions and organisations.

The Kadimah also organised a large Protest Meeting against
the shameful part the Soviet Union and the EaSt-Bloc plays in the
Middle East and against their false accusations in regard to Israel.
The Meeting expressed a deep concern for the Jews in Soviet Union,
Poland and in other communist countries and condemned the
Governments of these countries for the pressure put on Jews to brand
IsraeTas an *“agressor”.

Apart from its activities in regard to the support of Israel prior
and during the war against her bitter enemies, the Kadimah has
to its credit quite a number of fine cultural achievements in the year
under review.

Early in the year (April, May) the Kadimah invited the well-
known poetress, Eve Rosenfarb Morgentaler, of Montreal. Her
visit, although a short one, was very stimulating for the -cultural
life of our Community (see further for details).

At the end of the year (October, November) the well-known
actress Dora Kalinovna came to Australia at the invitation of the
Kadimah. Her marvellous concerts also stimulated our cultural life
and were of great benefit to our Community (see further for details).

We would like to put on record the visits of the guest lecturers
who were brought here from overseas by other organisations:
Professor B. Sherman, of New York (invited by the M. Sharet
Eoundation); the writer and cultural worker Mr. A. Lis, of Tel Aviv
(invited by the State Zionist Council of Victoria) and Professor A.
Kahan, of Chicago invited by the “Bund”). All of them were asked
to deliver one of their lectures at the Kadimah.

There is no doubt that the number of guest speakers from
overseas, especially in the second half of the past year, when one
came before the other finished his visit — was more than our
Comunity was able to take. Their visits would have been much
more successful if there had been beter co-ordination between the
organisations which are concerned in bringing guest speakers.

Nevertheless each of the guest speakers gave his share for the
stimulating of our cultural life here.

At present the distiguished guest, Professor Samuel Rozanski,
of Buenos Aires, is in Melbourne at the invitation of the Kadimah



and we smqere[K hope_that his visit will be a great success. )

The Third Australian Jewish Almanac, published by the Kadimah
at the end of 1966, was sent last year to Jewish communities the
world over and has been warmly “received everywhere. A large
number of copies were sold in Mélbourne and a smaller number in
Sydney and Perth. o

A" very important event for our Institution and for the whole
Community is the aquisition of the “Esquire” Theatre for the Kadimah.
It fulfils an aim to which the Kadimah has been aspiring for many
years — transfer of its quarters to south of the Yarra where the
majority of our Community lives. ) ] o

The outgoing Committee firmly believes that with the acquisition
of the beautiful *Esquire” Theatre a new chapter will be open in the
activities of the Kadimah. It will enable the David Herman Theatre
Group at the Kadimah to widen its scope of activities and_eventually
will stimulate the creation of a Jewish theatre group in English.
It will enable the Kadimah to screen Israeli, Yiddish and other films
as the “Esquire” Theatre has all the machinery and facilities for
showing films. It also will boost the other activities of the Kadimah—
its library and reading room, exhibitions of paintings and other media
of art, léctures by local and overseas speakers, &c. .

The "Committee hopes that the acquisition of the “Esquire”
Theatre will soon be finalised and the Kadimah will move to the
new premises. A new, modern stage must be built inside the build-
ing and a few rooms and halls have to be erected. )

The Landsmanshaftn will find a home in the new premises.
They will have one or two rooms, according to the possibilities and
will”be able to use the halls of the Centre.” Jewish youth, who are
interested in continuation of Jewish culture, will be welcome there.

News that the “Esquire” Theatre is to be acquired by the
Kadimah was enthusiastically received by our Community. ~“Many
members of the Kadimah, as well as non-members, have already
paid the sums pledged a couple of years ago when a campaign for
a new Cultural Centre was organised. Many of them have increased
their_contributions. ) .

The Committee is confident that every member, friend and
sympathiser of the Kadimah will give his whole-hearted support for
this vital project so that the acquisition of the *“Esquire” Theatre
could be carried through and all the alterations and additions which
are needed for a modern Jewish Cultural Centre could be made
in the near future.

During the year under review our Library has grown by a
further 98" books. The Library now consists of 8,743 books—5,570
in Yiddish, 2,379 in English and 594 in Hebrew. )

The number of boks read during the year decreased by 153 in
comparison with the previous year (767 in "1967 and 920 in "1966).

_ The folowing flﬂures show what the Yidish readers of our
Library read during the past year: Fiction, 398; memoirs, 110; Jewish
destruction in Europe (Churban literature), 38; history, 35; travel, 33;

VISIT BY EVE ROSEBFARB

Eve Rosenfarb (Morgentaler) is a well-known poetess. She
has written several boks of poetry and a play “The Bird of the
Ghetto”, staged by the “Habimah” in Israel. ~She also wrote a novel
“The_Tree of Life” which still awaits publication.. .

Eve Rosenfarb was in the Lodzer Ghetto and in the Aushwitz and
Bergen Belsen concentration camé)s. ] ]

Her address at the Warsaw Ghetto Memorial Evening was ve_r%/
pathetic. In spite of her tragic experiences, she is optimistic, wit
a strong belief in the Jewish continuity and in life itself.

Although her visit was very short (only one month), it was of
great value to_the cultural life of our Community. Her four lectures
were informative and beautifully delivered.

VISIT BY DORA KALINOVNA

Dora Kalinovna was known already in pre-war Poland as an
outstanding actress. Her appearances at that time were mostly in
Polish. After the Second World War she added to her programmes
Yidish and Hebrew. She visited Israel several times and almost all
Jewish communities the world over. Our Community was one of the
few she did not visit before. . o .

Dora Kalinova came to Australia at the invitation of the Kadimah
and gave seven concerts in Melbourne and three in Sydney in Yidish,
Hebrew, English and Polish. Over 3000 people were present at her
concerts in Melbourne and over 600 in Sydney. Her concerts, which
comprised recitations of poems, Son%ﬁ and “humorous monologues,
were of great artistic value and to the liking of the public.

After her engagement time she gave several concerts in Polish,
arranged by private people.

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS

READING OF THE PLAY “MADAM ADLER”

On April 2, 1967 and on April 22, 1967 the reading of the play
“Madam Adler” by L. Freedman was arranged. Th(lav'pla&/ won a prize in
New York in March 1967, The prize was given to Mr. Freedman by the
World Congress for Jewish Culture. )

The reading was arran%ed by the David Herman Theatre Group
and produced by Miss Rachel Holzer, who read the main part.

_The pIaKI, which tells about the Jewish life in Poland prior and
dugl_ng the Nazi holocaust, made a strong impression on the large
audiences.

PINCHAS GOLDHAR EVENING

~ On April 23, 1967 an evening was arranged in memory of the late
Pinchas Goldhar in connection with the 20th anniversary of his death.
The evening was arranged together with the Yiddish schools. Messrs.
H. Bergner, I. Kahan and J.” Orbach gave an appraisal of Pinchas
Goldhar's literary activities. They stressed the point that he was the
pioneer of the Yiddish literature in Australia. Mr. Ehrenreich told of
the activities of the Pinchas Goldhar Reading Circle and Mr. J. Giligich
read a short story by P. Goldhar— “The Funeral”.
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EVENING IN HONOUR OF HERZ BERGNER

On April 29, 1967 an evening was arranged at the “Zion”
Restaurant in honour of Herz Bergner to mark the receiving by him
the “Bimko” prize for his last book of short stories and to bid him a
farewell to his departure for a lengthy overseas tour. The evening was
arranged by the Kadimah together with the Yiddish Schools, Federation
of the Landsmanshaftn and the “Landsman” magazine. Messrs. L.
Freedman, J. Giligich, I. Kahan, J. Kersh, J. Lewitan, J. Orbach, A.
Sokolowicz and J. Sperling spoke warmly of H. Bergner’s literary
activities and bade him farewell.

Mr. Bergner took leave from all present and promised to tell about
our cultural life to the Jewish communities he is going to visit.

At the end of the evening an artistic programme, arranged by Mr.
B. Kaluszyner, was presented by Rose and Dany Kleinman, Rita
Mandelbaum, Sylvia Portek and Jasha Sher, to the accompani-
ment of Mr. J. Gliksman.

MEMORIAL EVENING TO COMMEMORATE THE 24th
ANNIVERSARY OF THE WARSAW GHETTO REVOLT

On May 7, 1967 (27th Nissan) a Memorial Evening to commemorate
the 24th anniversary of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt was arranged at the
Melbourne Town Hall by the Victorian Jewish Board of Deputies and
the Kadimah, in association with Victorian State Zionist Council,
Federation of the Landsmanshaftn, former Concentration Camp
Inmates, Victorian Association of Jewish Ex-Servicemen, Association
of Jewish Youth, B’nai B’rith, Orthodox and Liberal Congregations.

Nearly 3000 people were present. The main speaker was Mrs. Eve
Rosenfarb-Morgentaler, of Montreal — poetess, inmate of man
concentration camps. Her address left a strong impression on all
present. She and the other speakers. Rabbi Dr. H. Freedman, President
of the Vic. Jewish Board of Deputies, Mr. N. Beller, the representative
of the youth. Miss S. Leobenstein, paid tribute to the memory of the
fighters of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt, and all other areas of resistance
and expressed grief at the loss of the six million victims who gave
their lives al Kiddish Ha’Shem veal Kiddish Ha’Am.

Rev. A. Adler made an “Al Mole Rachamim”. The Mt. Scopus
College Choir and Miss Rachel Getler sang appropriate songs. Rachel
Holzer and Rachel Levita recited a fragment of L. Freedman’s Ghetto
play “Madam Adler.” At the piano was Miriam Rochlin.

Many youngsters and children were present.

On May 7, 1967 in the afternoon, a wreath was laid by Mrs. Eve
Rosenfarb-Morgentaler and representatives of the Jewish community at
the monument to the memory of the Martyrs at the Carlton Cemetery.
An “Al Mole Rachamim” and Kaddish were recited.

EVENING IN HONOUR OF HERSH MUNZ
On'June 4, 1967 an evening was arranged at the Anielewicz House
in honour of Mr. Hersh Munz to mark the 40th anniversary of his
communal, cultural and research work in Australia. The evening was
arranged by the Kadimah together with the Vic. State Zionist Council,
Federation of the Landsmanshaftn, Poale Zion, Friends of the Hashomer
Hatzair, Brit lvrit Olamit and the “Landsman” magazine.
Messrs. A. Cykert, L. Freedman, S. Maranz, B. Patkin, J. Rezak,
J. Sperling, S. Wynn spoke of H. Munz's great service to our
Community as a writer, lecturer and cultural worker. They underlined
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his achievements in the field of the history of our Community. The
books and articles he wrote on this subject are of %reat importance.
They wished him long life and a full recovery from his recent illness.

At the end of the evening an artistic programme, arranged by Mr.
B. Kaluszyner, was presented by Dany Kleinman, Rachel Podemsky,
Sylvia Portek and Jasha Sher.

J. ZRUBAVEL SHLOSHIM EVENING

On July 9, 1967 a Shloshim Evening to the memory of the late
Jacob Zrubavel took place at the Samuel Meyers Hall. The evening
was arranged by the Kadimah, Vic. State Zionist Council, Federation of
the Landsmanschaften, Poale Zion, Yiddish Schools and “Landsman”
magazine.

Messrs. M. Lewi, |. Kahan, 1. Roseby spoke of the colourful and
versatile personality of the late Jacob Zrubavel. They pointed out that
he was one of the great Zionist and Socialist leaders and one of the
builders of the Jewish State. They recalled his fight for Yiddish in
the pre-war Poland and later in Palestine and Israel. He was a writer
and an orator. He travelled widely to bring joy and comfort to his
fellow Jews the world over.

In the artistic programme Miss Rachel Holzer recited some poems.
A poem was recited also by a pupil of the Sholem Aleichem School,
R. Brener and Miss B. Melnik played at the piano.

PROTEST MEETING AGAINST SOVIET-UNION
AND THE EASTERN BLOCK

On July 25, 1967 a Protest Meeting was called at the Kadimah
against the Soviet Union and the Eastern Bloc. About 300 people
were present.

Messrs. S. Burstin, E. Frankel, I. Kahan, J. Kersh, B. Wdner spoke
of the sha:meful role played by the Soviet Union and the Eastern Bloc
in the Arab-Israel war and their false accusations against Israel. They
also expressed a deep concern for the Jews in Soviet Union, Poland and
in other communist countries.

The following resolution was unanimously adopted at the meeting:

“We, gathered at the Kadimah on July 25, strongly protest against
the shameful role played by the Soviet Union and other countries of
the Eastern Bloc in the Middle East by arming constantly of Egypt and
Syria and by giving their moral support to the anti-Israel Arab
fanaticism.

“The, Soviet Union and the Eastern Bloc have been and are still
engaged in anti-Israel propaganda, although they were aware that the
Arabs were bent on total war against Israel and were determined to
annihilate the 2] million Jews of lIsrael.

“We sharply grotest against the Eastern Bloc which, under the
leadership of the Soviet Union, has displayed the pathetic “courage”,
after the brilliant victory of the Israeli army, to brand Israel as the
aggressor when it was obvious to everybody that the Arab countries
were the aggressors by creating siege conditions at the borders of
Israel, and by blockading the Straits of Tiran.

“We protest against the scandalous treatment of Jews at the
hands of the governments of the Eastern Bloc, especially the pressure
put on these Jews to brand lIsrael as the “aggressor” and to condemn
the heroic efforts of the Israeli army.”

EVENING TO THE MEMORY OF JACOB WAISLITZ
On August 25, 1967 an eveninc};] to the memory of the late Jacob
Waislitz was held in connection with the first anniversary of his death.
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The evening was arranged by the Jacob Waislitz Committee with the
participation of the Kadimah.

Messrs. L. Freedman, 1. Kahan and J. Sher spoke of the great actor
and producer. They pointed out that the late J. Waislitz was also a
ood lecturer and "a devoted teacher. He devoted his life to Jewish
theatre and literature and to the socialist idea. ) o

Pupils of the Sholem Aleichem School, of which J. Waislitz was
headmaster for many c?/ears,_ recited several poems. Miss Rachel Getler
sang some songs and recitations of two poems by Rachel Holzer
%omrﬁ[eted the programme of the evening. At the piano "was Miriam
ochlin.

DR. JANUSZ KORCZAK EVENING

On November 19, 1967 an evening to the memory of the late
Dr. Janusz Korczak took place at the Kadimah in_connection with the
25th anniversary of his annihilation by, the Nazis. The evening was
arranged by the Kadimah in conjunction with Warsaw Centre,
Federation of the Landsmanshaftn and the Yiddish Schools.

Mr. J. Orbach in his opening remarks pointed out that the great
personality of Dr. Korczak is a reflection of the greatness of the whole
pre-war Polish Jewry.

Mr. I. Kersh lectured on Dr. J. Korczak — the famous pedagogue,
humanist and expert on child psychology.

Mr. A. Nagel, from Warsaw Centre, said that Dr. Korczak was
already a legendary figure in pre-war Poland due to his wonderful
institution —the children’s Home and his many books on children
and for children.

Mrs. Perczuk, who was a tutor at the Korczak Home, and Mr. R.
Barbek, who was broufght up in that Home, told of their reminiscences
of Dr. Korczak and of the marvellous methods used by him. ]

Mr. S. Szwarc read an extract from Korczak’s book and a pupil'
of the Sholem Aleichem School, J. Skidel, recited Bialik's poem
“Under the Green Trees”. Miss Rachel Getler sang Papiernikow’s'
‘F‘{Unﬁller the Polish Green Trees”. At the piano was Miss Miriam

ochlin.

An exhibition of Dr. Korczak’s life and work, which included a
large painting of him, was arranged for the evening by the Society
“Friends of Dr. Janusz Korczak”.

EVENING TO THE MEMORY OF THE ANNIHILATED SOVIET
JEWISH WRITERS

In connection with the 15th Anniversary of the annihilation of
the Soviet Jewish writers an evening was arranged on February 25,
1968, at the Kadimah. . ] ]

After a few words of introduction by Mr. S. Burstin and the
commemorative music, played by Miss Mifiam_Rochlin, Mr. |. Kahan
spoke of the Jewish literature "in Soviet Union since the October

evolution. He pointed out that the pressure on the Jewish writers
there began very early. In the thirties the liquidation_started of the
Jewish writers “combined with almost total destruction of Jewish
cultural life.  The_ culmination of the Jewish cultural genocide in
Soviet Union was, in 1952, when the most prominent Jewish writers
and artists were collectively annihilated.
~ At the end of his address Mr. Kahan called upon every Jew
in the fre world not to rest until the rights of Jewish culture in
Russia will be restored again. .
The artistic programme, which was prepared by Mr. B. Kaluszyner,
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included a song by Itzik Fefer, sung by Dany Kleinman, a song by
Izi Charik, sung by Miss Rita Weiswelner and a recitation by L.
Gryfenberg of a poem by Chaim Grade.

EVENING TO THE MEMORY OF YEHUDA HONIG

To mark the first anniversary of Yehuda Honig's death, an
evening was arranged on March 10, 1968, by the Kadimah together
with the State Zionist Council, Revisionist Organisation, Bialik School
and Brit Ivrit Olamit.

Mesrs. L. Freedman, S. Kamil, J. Mercer and B. Patkin spoke
of the personality of the late Yehuda Honig and gave an appraisal
of his activities in Melbourne for the part 40 years. They pointed
out that although Y. Honig was an adherent of Hebrew and was
one of the founders of the Bialik-School and of the Brit Ivrit Olamit,
he knew well the value of Yiddish and wrote many articles and
feuilletons in that language.

Notwithstanding the fact that he was an ardent Zionist and the
President of the Revisionist Organisation for many years, he believed
firmly that Jewish life should be built by all sections of our
Community, no matter what their belief is, as long as they stay
on a broad Jewish national basis. Therefore he was associated with
the Kadimah and was its President for many years.

Y. Honig was a man of principles and has his firm beliefs, but
he was very tolerant to the opinions of others. Because of his honesty
in social matters, he was respected by all and became one of the
main pillars of our communal life.

It was suggested at the evening to collect his writings and
publish them in a book and to perpetuate his memory by connecting
one of the projects in our Community with his name.

At the evening Mr. S. Tigel read one of Y. Honig’'s articles and
Mr. Parasol recited “El Mole Rachamim” and Kaddish.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN GROUP AT
THE KADIMAH.

The theatre-season in 1967 proved again that our Community is
one of the few in the world where Yiddish theatre is well received
and appreciated.

Last year the Group staged a play without the help of “pro-
fessional” producers. The experiment proved to be very success-
ful. The Group staged Efraim Kishon's comedy “The Marriage
Licence” in the Yiddish translation by Mr. Jasha Sher. The play was
produced by a member of the Group, Mr. Shie Tigel. It was well
received and was performed 11 times in Melbourne and once in
Sydney to full houses.
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The Group took part in two evenings at which the Ghetto play
by L. Freedman “Madam Adler” was read. It also helped in many
ways at the concerts of Dora Kalinovna.

During the year several gatherings of the Group took place and
a number of meetings of the Group Committee were held.

The Group hopes that with the acquisition of the “Esquire”
Theatre bK the Kadimah a new era in its life will start. In connection
with it the Group Committee is engaged on a scheme of future
activities.
