The program of short lectures on diverse topics 
including politics, literature and community affairs 
were combined with performances of singers, musicians 
and recitals. I would like to take this opportunity to 
thank Rachel Levita and her hard working committee 
for creating a warm social atmosphere.

A special thanks also to the report writers Luba 
Fridman and Hershl Bachrach.

Once again the Kadimah organised a highly 
successful New Year's Ball and thanks must go to the 
Catering Committee for their enthusiasm.

The winter and summer festivals of Israeli films at 
the Classic Theatre, organised through the initiative of 
Yasha Sher and Yosl Winkler, were well attended.

We were pleased to welcome a group of younger 
members on to the 1992 Committee. They have formed 
part of the wider group organising the 1993 Jewish 
Festival of the Arts.

Despites the Kadima's limited finances, two issues 
of the well respected Melbourne Chronicle have been 
published.

The reorganisation of the Kadimah's Library was a 
target that was not achieved this year. Although 
renovations were undertaken, the books and 
magazines have not yet been rearranged for easy 
access.

I would like to take this opportunity to farewell 
Yides Warszawski, our long-serving secretary, who

David Herman Theatre

The 1992 theatre season, was the most interesting 
of all the seasons under the leadership of the Israeli 
artist-producer Rosa Turkov.

Most shows through the years have concentrated 
the viewers attention on the inner Israeli 
problems.That was the mainstay of Rosa Turkov's 
philosophy.

In connection with an Israeli playwright Abraham 
Karpinovitz, they created an experimental play In the 
Heart of Tel-Aviv.

That play had it's first performance in Melbourne.
The play dealt in a popular and humoristic manner 

with some of the most characteristic problems in the 
present Israeli life, e.g. Israeli-Arab relations, 
absorption of newcomers, religious-secular relations 
and so on.

The whole assembly took part in the 8 
performances, 6 in Melbourne and 2 in Sydney, with 
great success.
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Members of the theatre team have taken a significant 
part in the activity of the "Wednesday Club".

The theatre committee has frequent meetings in 
connection with social activities.

Joseph Giligich Fundation 
Year 1992-3

We have a committee of 9 active members who meet 
approximately every 6 to 8 weeks . We met 7 times last 
year.

During the year, we felt it desirable to change our 
name from the Joseph Giligich and Associated 
Libraries, to the Joseph Giligich Fundation to remove 
confusion as to our aims and to embrace wider 
parameters, should they be required.

Two highlights marked our activities during the 
past year.

The first was the presentation of over 1000 volumes 
to the Monash University Library on September 23. 
This gift is to form the basis of an extending Yiddish 
Section to be used by the Australian Centre for Jewish 
Civilisation, and eventually the establishment of a 
Chair of Yiddish Studies at that university. The launch 
was attended by 53 people, who were addressed by our 
president Rachel Kalman and by Prof. L. Waller, Dr. E. 
Suss and Mr. E. Lim from Monash University.

Our second major contribution was to assist in the 
founding of a Yiddish Talking Books section in the 
Braille Library for the Blind. Romek and Rivke 
Mokotov, who are the prime movers in this area, have 
completed recording 3 books. Others to have accepted 
our invitation to take part are: Daniel Charak, Renee 
Zufi, Doris Burstin, Yasha Sher, Isaac Apel who have 
read chapters from various books and we expect to get 
further readings from Leon Goldman, Arnold Zable and 
Sonia Lizaron.

We have nearly 2000 books stamped and sorted on 
our shelves and some 200 still to be processed. It will 
soon be necessary to go out and collect more.

We have been advised Baillieu Library at 
Melbourne University that our collection which we 
donated to them some years ago, plus other Yiddish 
books that they have added in between times, have all 
been computer catalogued (at a cost of $18,000) and are 
now available for restricted use within that 
institution.

We have given donations towards the Jewish 
Festival of the Arts this year, as well as to the Concert 
in the Park. Our current finances (allowing for some 
minor outgoings) is just under $19,000, of which 
Pyramid Bonds comprise some $8,800; the balance being 
held in bank accounts.

The members of the Giligich Fundation wish to 
warmly thank the Kadimah for all the assistance given 

to us in our endeavours and the generous use of their 
facilities.

Our Committee feels that we have had a very 
successful and industrious year and hope to expand 
our activities in the future.

The Library
Despite well intentioned actions, the Library was 

not reorganised as planned during 1992. Under the 
direction of the previous Chairperson, Isaac Apel, new 
furniture was acquired and significant sorting of 
unwanted materials took place.

A small renovation including carpeting and lighting 
was also made. However the task of rearranging the 
books was not began and will take place over the next 
year. Volunteers will be sought to assist in this large 
undertaking.

Melbourne Chronicle
During the term of this committee 1992-93, two 

Melbourne Chronicles Nos. 62 & 63 have been 
published with 126 pages in Yiddish and English.
