Born in Lomza (Poland), where she played in the theatre while still at school, and afterwards
was active in the local Jewish Dramatic Circle. In 1938 she came to Australia and became a
member of the David Herman Theatre Group, where she apepars in leading roles under the direction
of the well-known artists Jacob Waislitz and Rachel Holzer.  She also played with Zigmunt
Turkow and Ida Kaminska. She often sings Yiddish songs at social functions.
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SHMUL MIGDALEK

Born in Radom (Poland), where he acted since childhood. In later years he plcuyed. Yv.h‘h
well-known artists Moris Lampe and B. Witler. After the war he took part ianhegrre activities
in Feldafing Camp in Germany. Since settling in Melbourne he has been active in fh.e David
Herman Theatre Group. He played under the direction of and with the well-known' artists and
producers Rachel Holzer, Jacob Waislitz, Zygmunt Turkow, Ida Kaminska and Joseph Shein.
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KOCHAVA HARARI

She was born in Yemen and came to Israel when she was
nine years old. She started to sing at school. In the Israeli
army she was put in the enfertainment unit, and sang to froops
all over the country.

Kochava is an all-round performer, specialising in songs
which she sings in her native Yemenite fongue, Hebrew and
(surprisingly) Yiddish.

She is married to a lawyer and has a 3-year-old daughter.
This is her first trip outside Israel. She has already attracted
television attention in Australia.
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SHIE TIGEL
Born in Warsaw, where he graduated at the Dramatic School. He played in the ''Studio
for Youth' of ''Tzisho', and was founder-director of the Dramatic Group ‘'Young Life''. During

the war years he played and directed in a professional company in the Warsaw Ghetto, later he
performed in the Camps.

After the war, he, founded and directed the first professional theatre of the Jewish survivors
in Germany. In 1946 he went to Belgium, founded-directed the '‘Tsukunft'"' Studio, associated
with the Workers Circle in Brussels.

Simultaneously he played leading roles in the Belgian Folks' Theatre under the direction of
Jacob Mansdorf. In 1950 he came to Australia and joined the David Herman Kadimah Theatre
Group, Melbourne, in which he plays leading roles under the direction of the well-known artists
Jacob Waislitz and Rachel Holzer.
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SHIMON DZIGAN

Shimon Dzigan started his theatrical career in Lodz (Poland) ‘in the Dramatic Studio of
M. Broderson. Llater he was one of the leading artists of Broderson's revue theatre ''‘Ararat’
together with Israel Schumacher. Prior to the Second World War they were both in Warsaw,
where they appeared on the stage and in Yiddish films.

During the war they were in Russia. In 1947 they returned to Poland where they resumed
their careers. In 1950 they came to Israel and formed the Dzigan-Schumacher Theatre, playing
all over Israel, and going on international tours.

Following the death of Schumacher, Dzigan continved his theatrical career, receiving rave
notices in Israel and all over the world. He is the star and director of his own Yiddish Satire
Theatre in Israel.
