Their 
milky way universe was the remains 
of one of these. In the development 
of stars, there was no scheme for the 
development of planets, so they 
must conclude that the origin of the 
planetary system around the sun 
must have been the result of an acci­
dent. The only way it could have 
been formed was that another star 
mUl!t have come very close to their 
sun in its wanderings, and pulled 
the material out by its attractioll, 
leaving it rotating round the sun. 
They found that the planets got mas­
sive near the centre of the system, 
and smaller near the two edges. What 
were the chances t~t any other 
stars would ever get close enough to 
each other to pull this material out 
and form planets? Distances be­
tween stars were so colossal. One 
scientist described it in this way. If 
two Hwallows were flying aimlessly 
over the whole surface of our earth 
the chance that they would ever get 
within six inches of each other would 
he more likely than that two stars 
would ever be near enough for such

The chemist did not yet know how 
the various atoms were linked, but 
he knew the fundamental principles 
of which it was made up. There 
were carbon, oxygen, hydrogen, nit­
rogen, sulphur, phosphorous, and 
many others. If life was to exist 
anywhere, the units must be pres­
ent from which it might be formed. 
All these existed on earth. (2.) The 
tempe,rature of the surroundings 
must be right, and must be confined 
within very narrow limits. The rea­
son for this was that life processes 
must always go on at a' uniform 
rate, and this could not happen with 
great or sudden changes of temper­
ature. The protoplasm was very un­
stable. (3). They must have liquid 
water. Every form of life dep'.'nded 
on water for its existjnce. (4.) They 
must have free oxygen. Whenever 
they examined what was happening 
when the protoplasm was a living 
process, they found that it was only 
slow combustion. From this they de­
rived their mu~cular activities, n~ al­
so did animals. (5.) There must be 
light. Everything- traced down lived 
upon plant.s, and these absorbed la­
tent en3rgy poured into them by thc 
sun. Without plant~, all animals 
wo.uld die. In the cycle of change 
from plant to animal and back to 
p~nt, complicated substances were 
taken from the sun and pnssw on.
