?}cturesquq mountain scenery, a leisurely ride in 'Hang-Out"
carriages behlnd a Veteran Steam Locomotive...What better way to spend
an evening with your friends or family?

) In the 1ast few years, more than one million people have enjoyed a
ride on this 8 mile line between Belgrave and the pleasant parklands at
Emerald Lake.

There is a Special organised just for you to take a ride on.

Take yourself and your friends or family as the fussy but powerful
black engine hauls it's red train of original carriages through the
lush fern gullies of Victoria's priceless Dandenong Ranges, @ MeYe 40
km. from Melbourne. Hang on as Puffing Billy crosses the trestle
bridge spanniag both the Monbulk Creek and Gembrook Road. Later on
you can capture some excellent photographs as the train sneaks past.
The old 1953 landslide, negotiating the sharpest curve on Ehe
Victorian Railways System.

Further along, the most extensive views of the trip may be seen 1n
the glow of the evening sun. Port Phillip Bay and Arthur's Seat may
also be seen to the right with Westernport Bay on the left and below
is the new Cardinia Reservoir, the largest storage basin for Melbourne 'S
Water Supply. After crossing the main road, picturesque farm-land
views may be seen all the way to Emerald.

Listen to the Locomotive puff and snort as it works hard on "Emerald
Bank', the steepest grade on the line, rising one foot in every thirt,
feet of distance travelled.

After we drift serenely down the hill in the late afternoon air, past
the panoramic view of Emerald Lake, you may watch the crew fill the
engine with water and clean the Smoke Box of cinders pefore running 1t
around the train ready for your return trip.

This is where your real enjoyment comes in.

Perhaps the highlight of the evening. As YOU walk down towards the
nearby lake you will be greeted by the appetising aroma of lambs
roasting on a charcoal spit -- I can guarantee that this will be a day
really worth looking forward to -

We may also get some activities going, or you can spend a happy
afternoon bush walking. If you want to pring your bathers you can go
swimming or paddle-boat riding or just relax in a peaceful country
setting. As we puff toward home while the sun settles for the evening
and the trip is so beautiful, will you be there to.join me to make 1t
a success ?
