Product of lengthy research by
Superintendent J. G. MacDonald
and foreman machinist Max Ben-
nett of the Forest Service Marine
Station in Vancouver, the new de-
vice is credited with three main
advantages over the Alidades and
Osborne ~re-finders previously us-
ed here.

The potential
error in readings has been reduced
by making the horizontal and ver-
tical angle figures a direct reading
proposition instead of a combina-
tion vernier and direct reading.
